Contaminated Land

Further to our comments dated 20th December 2024, a Ground Gas Risk assessment
authored by Abbeydale Geoscience (11 December 2024, 714200-GA) has been received in
support of the application. The report includes geotechnical information, which is outside the
remit of Environmental Health, this consultation response therefore only relates to the land
contamination aspects of the report.

The report provides additional information in relation to ground gas concentrations and volatile
organic compounds, this includes the data from two more monitoring rounds. Abbeydale
conclude that no ground gas protection measures need to be installed into the proposed new
extension.

We accept the report provided and recommend the following conditions.

Construction Times
Construction can give rise to loss of amenity to neighbouring sensitive receptors, for this
reason a condition is necessary to limit the hours of operation for the site.

Recommended Conditions

CLC6 Reporting of Unexpected Contamination - Condition

If contamination, or the presence of coal not previously identified by the developer prior to the
grant of this planning permission is encountered during the development, all works in the
affected area (except for site investigation works) shall cease immediately and the Local
Planning Authority shall be notified in writing within 2 working days. Works in the affected area
shall not recommence until either (a) a Remediation Strategy by a suitably competent person
has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority or (b) the Local
Planning Authority has confirmed in writing that remediation measures are not required. The
Remediation Strategy shall include a timetable for the implementation and completion of the
approved remediation measures. Thereafter remediation of the site shall be carried out and
completed in accordance with the approved Remediation Strategy. Following completion of
any measures identified in the approved Remediation Strategy a Verification Report shall be
submitted to the Local Planning Authority. No part of the site shall be brought into use until
such time as that part of the site has been remediated in accordance with the approved
Remediation Strategy and a Verification Report in respect of those works has been approved
in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy LP53 of the
Kirklees Local Plan and paragraph nos. 196 and 197 of the National Planning Policy
Framework.

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All contamination reports shall be prepared by a suitably competent person, as defined in
Annex 2 of the National Planning Policy Framework. Reports must be prepared in
accordance with the following guidance:

With no construction related noise audible beyond the site boundary on Sundays or
Bank/Public Holidays.
Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the occupiers of nearby properties in accordance with
part 15 of the NPPF and LP52 of the Local Plan

CSF1 Construction Sites working times — Footnote

Kirklees Council has powers under Section 60 of the Control of Pollution Act 1974 to control
noise from construction sites and may serve a notice imposing requirements on the way in
which construction works are to be carried out. It has additional powers under Sections 80 of
the Environmental Protection Act 1990 to prevent statutory nuisance including noise, dust,
smoke and artificial light and must serve an abatement notice when it is satisfied that a
statutory nuisance exists or is likely to occur or recur. Failure to comply with a notice served
using the above-mentioned legislation would be an offence for which the maximum fine on
summary conviction is unlimited.
