The business in question has already damaged the local area by cutting down trees
and parking on grassed areas. There are large amounts of rubbish that is left on the
street by the garage such as broken glass from car lights and pieces of rubber etc
which has fallen of broken/damaged cars. This is not only dangerous for the passing
public but also for natural environment such as birds, hedgehog's, cats and dogs. 

The noise level has increased a great deal since the business started operating as a
garage. There are cars speeding up and down the road during day and at unsociable
hours. The language used by the staff is much to be desired along with the shouting
which is a constant disturbance during operating hours. 

The garage has taken it upon themselves to park where they please, including both
sides of the pavement up and down the street. This has made it near impossible for me
when taking my nephew to and from nursery. We have had to walk in the middle of the
road and very nearly been run over by a customer of the garage who had sped down
the road. This is absolutely unsafe for the local community including the children
attending the nursery. 

The situation with the garage in terms of cars, parking and the high level of danger for
children has reached a point where the press has been informed and are currently
looking into to it as Kirklees have been very little help.
