(copy attached) show any proposed retaining walls adjacent to the highway. There would appear to be some
discrepancies in the drawings provided in conjunction with this application.

In addition, the key for walls on the Treatment Layout Plan (Dwg No. 102 Rev 0) are so similar it is very difficult to
establish which sectional details on the corresponding Boundary Treatment Elevation Plan (Dwg No. 103 Rev 0) they
relate to? Furthermore, | know the site pretty well, which is a fairly level site so | can’t see why any retaining walls
adjacent to A6024 Woodhead Road would be required.

Anyway, for the avoidance of any misunderstanding the applicant will need to provide further suitably scaled and
fully dimensioned X-sectional details at the interface with the adjoining highway so as to clearly establish the impact
of their proposals on the highway before | can offer any additional comments.
