This is the third attempt to develop this site with all other plans being withdrawn due to
the sensitive nature of the site and the impact it will have on the Woodsome Valley 

The site itself is a commercial site and has never been used for residential. The change
of use is not in line with any of the existing planning restrictions currently in place. It
also goes against the Net Zero Policy that Kirklees Council is committed to by
developing on Green Belt land.

I am extremely concerned about the impact of this proposed development for many
reasons including 

The change of use from commercial to residential, the development of Green Belt land
in an area of outstanding beauty and the effect on the rural setting with increase noise
and light pollution and the increased traffic on an already dangerous narrow lane.
There has never been a 2 storey building on this site.

When developing Yew Croft we were only allowed to put 2 velux windows on the lane
side and by building directly in front of those velux windows we will not only lose our
only view but it is our only source of light into our building from that side - it will
completely block out any rural aspects from that building. The new building will look
directly down onto those velux windows and will have no privacy in that room and feel
completely overlooked and in the shadow of another building 

Having another residential property that overlooks our house and some windows
looking directly into our bathroom and bedrooms will greatly impact our privacy and is
incredibly intrusive.

The impact on the environment, biodiversity, rural setting, is alone a reason to ensure
this proposed change of use is not granted.

The proposed access restricts the visibility of my property to access the lane safely



The proposed access restricts the visibility of my property to access the lane safely
thus increasing the danger to both vehicles and pedestrians. It is already a very narrow
lane with already a number of accidents over the past few years.

The elevation of the site of the proposed 2 storey house will restrict views and light to
both listed cottages and my property opposite - the listed cottages will lose their view
of Castle Hill - and Yew Croft will be overlooked by this proposed development 

 

Planning Support and Design and Access Statement inc Heritage Impact Assessment-

1.07. The proposed materials - blue slate roof and modern materials are not in keeping
with the surrounding dwellings and will effect the overall nature of the area as the
design is not in keeping with the neighbouring properties 

The proposed development does not return the site to non-domestic landscape and
does not open up the green belt and increase biodiversity in fact it does the opposite 

The new footpath and verge removes historic verges and pavement and make the road
more dangerous 

It increases vehicle movements with access to site restricting views and access and
visibility to entrance to Yew Croft - opposite This will increase risk to road users and
pedestrians 

2.00. This goes against the National Planning Framework this site is not considered a
suitable site for infill especially change of use from commercial to residential 

2.02 Planning must take into account the impact of such a development within an area
of outstanding beauty and the green Belt Restrictions

2.03 There is an acceptance that in the area there are several listed dwellings and non-
designated dwellings regarded as heritage assets in the locality. Therefore this
proposed development does not take into consideration the impact of having a new
build that is not in keeping with the other surrounding buildings - ie use of modern
material, blue slate roof, two storey, modern design.

2.04. This cannot be considered appropriate development

3.03 This site has NEVER had a 2 storey structure on it - it cannot be compared to
other surrounding buildings - listed cottages and Yew Croft which was built in 1875 and
sympathetically restored with appropriate materials ie. Yorkshire slate roof and timber
windows

3.04. The design is not in keeping with other surrounding properties. The elevated site
will impact all those surrounding properties and be visible from a considerable distance
and therefore impact on the overall aspect of the valley



3.05. There is not cohesion in the proposed design to blend with surrounding buildings

3.06. The proposed probate external space will impact on the rural surroundings as all
the nearby properties have private external gardens to the rear of their properties not
impacting on the overall rural tranquility of this area of outstanding beauty. 

3.07. The material are not in keeping with surrounding buildings

4.01. The proposed access will restrict other properties visibility to access the road
safety and make it dangerous to other vehicles and pedestrians 

4.02. The footpath should not be altered as it has historical significance

4.03. There is not not ample off road parking and there is already a problem with the
lane being narrow - it already causes issues for emergency vehicles and rural farm
vehicles There have been several crashes on the lane outside Yew Croft and the listed
cottages in recent months

5.01. Biodiversity will be greatly effected going against the Councils commitment to
their Net Zero Policy

5.02 The applicant has made no effort to consult, or communicate with surrounding
properties and therefore is not aware of current issues on the lane and has made no
effort to keep the site in good order leaving neighbours to maintain existing verges and
historical pavements

5.04. The impact of the increased traffic, increased noise, light pollution and
environmental impact has not been properly considered on neighbouring properties 

6.07 Not in keeping with surrounding properties- material including blue slate roof and
modern design and 2 storey 

6.010. There has never been a 2 storey structure on this site and is totally out of
keeping with the surrounding properties
