Also number 36 Frederick Street has removed their
rear chimney which was joined to number 38 however number 39 Frederick Street
does not have joint chimneys to anyone else; they have their own individual chimneys.

This application is well designed, attractive and very pleasing architecture. | believe
this scheme is appropriate and in keeping with the many terrace houses in the
Crosland Moor area. There are lots of rear and front dormers in Crosland Moor, this is
very in keeping with the Crosland Moor character and the overall trend of this
community, other properties on Frederick Street have several bedrooms this has not
resulted in an unreasonable demand for parking spaces.
