Thank you for consulting us on this application which we received on 15 April 2024. 

We have no objection to this proposal and support plans to increase slurry storage 
capacity at the farm.  However, it is apparent from the application documents that an 
element of doubt regarding sub-surface conditions will remain until such time as initial 
construction works commence.  It will therefore be imperative that the recommendation 
within Section 4.2.4 of the Coal Mining Risk Assessment (supporting document: 4a. 
Barkhouse Farm - Coal Mining Risk Assessment (CMRA) - v.01 25.03.2024) is strictly 
followed, namely that; ‘… construction works should proceed cautiously recognising that 
unstable mine entries could be present.  Should any anomalous ground conditions be 
encountered during the course of the development works then further advice should be 
sought…’.  Should this situation arise, the Environment Agency should be informed. 

The proposed development must fully comply with the terms of The Water Resources 
(Control of Pollution) (Silage, Slurry and Agricultural Fuel Oil) (England) (SSAFO) 
Regulations 2010 and as amended 2013.  The applicant is advised to review all existing 
on-farm slurry and manure storage and ensure compliance with the SSAFO 
Regulations.  Additional environmental good practice advice is available in The Code of 
Good Agricultural Practice (COGAP) for the protection of water, soil and air (produced 
by DEFRA). 

You must inform the Environment Agency, verbally (Tel: 03708 506 506) or in writing, at 
least 14 days before starting any construction work of a new, reconstructed or enlarged 
slurry store.
