Condition 7 (validation report)  
 

7. Following completion of any measures identified in the approved 
Remediation Strategy or any approved revised Remediation Strategy a 
Validation Report shall be submitted to the Local Planning Authority. No 
part of the site shall be brought into use until such time as the 
remediation measures have been completed for the site in accordance 
with the approved Remediation Strategy or the approved revised 
Remediation Strategy and a Validation Report in respect of those 
remediation measures has been approved in writing by the Local 
Planning Authority. Where validation has been submitted and approved 
in stages for different areas of the whole site, a Final Validation Summary 
Report shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local 
Planning Authority.  
Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with 
Policy LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan and paragraph nos. 178 and 179 
of the National Planning Policy Framework 

 

The submitted details have been reviewed and accepted by K.C. Environmental 
Health within their consultation response dated 13/05/2024. The validation 
report covers the whole site, with no phasing nor ongoing requirement. Officers 
support K.C. Environmental Health’s assessment and recommend that the 
condition be discharged.  
 

Condition 26 (cycle parking/storage) 
 

26. Prior to the occupation of the hereby approved dwellings, details of 
secure cycle parking / storage for each dwelling shall be submitted to, 
and approved in writing by, the Local Planning Authority. The cycle 
parking / storage shall then be implemented in accordance with the 
approved details before each dwelling is occupied and therefore 
retained.  
Reason: To encourage travel by means other than the private car in 
accordance with Policy LP21 of the Kirklees Local Plan. 

 

The submitted details have been reviewed by Planning Officers, K.C. Highways 
Development Management, and the West Yorkshire Police Designing Out 
Crime Officer.  
 



Plots 5 - 14 benefit from garages with an internal dimension of 3m x 6m, which 
is adequate for both car and bike storage. 
 

Plots 1 - 4 are to have dedicated cycle sheds in their private garden areas. The 
application is supported by a product sheet of the proposed sheds.  
 

The proposed locations of the sheds, and their appearance, are acceptable and 
raise no concerns over visual impacts or residential amenity. The sheds are a 
suitable size and would be in secure locations.  
 

Planning Officers, K.C. Highways, and the West Yorkshire Police Designing 
Out Crime Officer raise no concerns over the details and recommend that they 
be approved. However, the condition has an ongoing requirement preventing 
full discharge. A note detailing the ongoing requirement shall be placed on the 
decision notice.
