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1.0 Introduction

1.1.1 Paragon Highway Consultants have been appointed to prepare this Transport
Statement relating to the proposed redevelopment of the existing Globe Mill 2
building located off Bridge Street, Slaithwaite in the district of Kirklees.

1.1.2 The site benefits from planning permission to redevelop the Globe Mills buildings to
create a mixed use development (planning application number 2013/91452). The
approved use of the Globe Mill 2 building included D1/D2 units and nursery on the
ground floor, offices on the first, 3™, 4" and 5% floors, and a conference / exhibition

space on the 2™ floor.

1.1.3 The proposals include the redevelopment of Globe Mill 2 building to create a multi
storey car park to be used by occupiers of Globe Mill 1 building and the general

public (long stay car park).

1.1.4 The plan at Figure 1.1 shows the site location in relation to the regional and local
highway network.
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Figure 1.1 Site Location
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1.1.5 The proposals are to convert the existing mill building to create 193 car parking
spaces over 15 levels. The car park will be accessed from Bridge Street via a new
access road located on the west side of the building.

1.1.6 This Transport Statement considers such matters as access, sustainability, car
parking, and traffic impact, and presents the proposals in relation to current
guidance and data. The potential trip rates associated with the approved use of the
site and the development proposals are also presented.

Existing Situation
Site Description

The application site (Globe Mill 2 building) is located to the south of Bridge Street
around 150m to the southwest of the centre of Slaithwaite, separated from the
centre by the Huddersfield Narrow Canal.

The site has the benefit of planning permission as part of the larger redevelopment
proposal for both Globe Mill 1 and Globe Mill 2. Globe Mill 1 is located opposite the
Globe Mill 2 building. Planning permission (planning application reference
2013/91452) for Globe Mill 1 includes:

The planning permission has been implemented and Globe Mill 1 building is in use,
although not fully occupied by tenants. Globe Mill 1 includes a car park to the front
of the building that can accommodate 120 spaces (including 3 disabled spaces). 25
of the spaces are allocated to the approved medical centre, and as part of the
planning approval 48 spaces were identified within Globe Mill 2 building on the lower
ground floor and externally between Globe Mill 2 and the River Colne.

The Globe Mill 2 building has not been developed insofar as to provide additional
car parking referred to above.

Local Highway Network

Bridge Street is a single carriageway approximately 7m wide with intermittent
footways and a system of street lighting to either side. At its western end it has a
priority junction with Britannia Road which forms the main north — south route
through the settlement. Bridge Street provides access to numerous commercial
premises along its length. Towards the eastern end of Bridge Street it is joined by
another industrial access road called Platt Lane which travels north over the Canal
before joining New Street.

New Street continues to the east of this junction as Spa Fields providing access to
mainly commercial premises but also some residential units along its northern side.
To the west of the Platt Lane junction, New Street provides access to other
commercial units, a health centre and a public car park before forming a crossroads
junction with Carr Lane and Lewisham Road. The latter is a one way road from
west to east. A small circular shaped car park is located adjacent to the junction
and lies to the north side of the Canal opposite the northern building of Globe Mills.

Carr Lane continues to the north east and south west of its junction with New Street,
the former section being the main shopping street in Slaithwaite with a small parade
of retail units located to the north side. The latter section rises out of Slaithwaite
with Station Road joining it at an acute angle before it negotiates several bends and
has junctions with Radcliffe Road and Crimble Bank from which it then becomes
Clough Road. Clough Road continues in a northerly direction and provides several
potential routes to link to the A640 New Hey Road and Outlane and junction 23 of
the M62. Radcliffe Road runs to the northern side of the valley towards Golcar and
Milnsbridge and north Huddersfield.

The southern end of Carr Lane forms a crossroads junction with Britannia Road,
Church Street and the other end of Station Road. This junction is controlled by a
mini roundabout and the Bridge Street / Britannia Road junction lies about 20m to
the south of this intersection.

Britannia Road continues south over the River Colne and then bends slightly east
(now called Back O’Dam) to join the main Huddersfield to Manchester route (A62)
at an acute angle. Kiln Hill and Ned Lane branch off Britannia Road to the east and
west respectively and also have acute angled junctions with the A62. Where Ned
Lane joins the A62 it forms a crossroads junction with the B6109, Varley Road which
rises up the south side of the valley joining the B6107 which connects Slaithwaite
to Meltham, Holmfirth and Sheffield / Barnsley.

The A62 Manchester Road forms part of the strategic highway network providing a
link between Huddersfield, Slaithwaite, Marsden, Oldham and Manchester.

Street lighting is provided to the requisite road standards along the above
mentioned routes with controls on parking in the vicinity of the site and at junctions
and along certain sections of each route. The roads within the centre of Slaithwaite
are subject to 20mph speed limit (20mph zone) including Britannia Road and Carr
Lane. The remaining roads are subject to a 30 mph speed limit which in the case of
the A62 is reinforced by the presence of enforcement cameras at certain locations.

Road Traffic Accidents

The personal injury accident records for the last 5 years up to December 2021 within
the vicinity of the site have been obtained from the Crashmap website. The data
used is provided by the Department for Transport which is based upon records
provided to them by local police forces. The accident data can be found at Appendix
A.

The study area includes Bridge Street, Carr Lane, and Britannia Road within around
200m from the site.

The search area can be found at Figure 2.1.

According to the Crashmap data there have been 5 injury accidents reported within
the search area, however none of these occurred along Bridge Street or at its
junction with Britannia Road. The accidents are summarised in Figure 2.3.

2.3.5 Analysis of the collisions in Figure 2.3 suggest that driver error or driver / pedestrian
recklessness is to blame and cannot be attributed to the road layout. The collisions
all occurred at different locations, different times during either daylight, darkness,
wet and dry road surface conditions.

2.3.6 The accident data does not indicate a road safety problem or any trends of
significance which would warrant treatment or be a cause for concern due to a
slight change in flows as a result of the development proposals

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Development Proposals
Proposed Development

The applicants propose to convert the existing mill building Globe Mill 2 to form a
new multi storey car park.

The car park will be over 15 levels providing total of 193 parking spaces, which
include 12 disabled bays (9 on level 1 and 3 located on level 2).

It is proposed to allocate up to 100 spaces within the proposed car park for
occupiers of Globe Mills 1. A proposed new tenant will occupy some 1858 sgm of
approved office accommodation within Globe Mills 1 and based on the Council’s
former parking guidance the tenant would require 74 spaces. It is considered that
the 100 spaces can easily accommodate the proposed tenant and would only reduce
parking demands at the front of Globe Mills 1 building, and on street parking.

The remaining car parking spaces within Globe Mill 2 will be used by the general
public (parking charges would apply). It is envisaged that the multi storey car park
would operate as a long stay parking facility to relieve on street parking pressures
within Slaithwaite and along Bridge Street in particular.

The car parking spaces will be of standard dimensions of 2.4m x 4.8m. The
proposals can be found at Appendix B.

Access

The car park within Globe Mills 2 building will be access via a new junction to the
west of the building. The access will consist of a simple priority junction with kerbed
radii on both sides. Visibility splays at the access will be in accordance with the
general traffic speeds along Bridge Street.

The access road will be 6m in width and will be two-way leading to the entrance
and exit barriers.

The building proposes a separate pedestrian entrance to the car park located on
the northwest corner of the building. The proposed junction bellmouth and Bridge
Street will contain dropped footway crossings to enable pedestrian access to the
car park from the north of side of Bridge Street and from the west.
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3.24 Once into the building pedestrians can then use the proposed lift or stairwell to
access the car parking levels.

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4.0 Transport Sustainability
4.1 Walking

4.1.1 The application site is located in the town centre, the roads in the vicinity of the
proposed development providing links to a multitude of residential and commercial
properties as well as neighbouring settlements.

4.1.2 The catchment area for the recommended walking distance of 2km can be found
on the plan below highlighted in red.

These include Hill Top and Bolster Moor to the north; Clough and Blackmoorfoot to
the east and Booth Bank to the west. There are numerous facilities and services
available within walking distance, such as a wide range of locally operated
businesses, a leisure centre, playground, beauty salon, spa, places of worship and
a nature reserve. Additionally, there are medium density residential areas within
Slaithwaite along with a large supermarket, bakery, restaurants, bars and hot food
takeaways, several schools including a preschool and the Slaithwaite railway station.
Therefore, the multi storey car park is situated within the close walking distance to
Slaithwaite town centre, with local services and amenities.

Cycling

With regards to cycling, the former guidance contained within PPG 13: Transport is
still useful as a reference. It states that, “Cycling also has the potential to substitute
for short car trips, particularly those under 5km, and to form part of a longer journey
by public transport.” The plan below also shows the 5km cycle catchment area from
the proposed development site highlighted in purple.

This includes Scapegoat Hill, Nettleton Hill, Salendine Nook, Mount, Outlane and
Sowood to the north; Golcar, Milnsbridge, Cowlersley, Linthwaite, Crosland Hill,
South Crosland and Netherton to the east; Meltham and Helme to the south; and
Lingards Wood, Bradshaw, Deanhead, Pole Moor and Moselden Height to the west.
An additional railway station at Marsden is also available within this catchment area.

The proposed development site is situated just over 160 metres to the east of
Britannia Road, where National Cycle Route No.68 picks up. The route passes
through the Derbyshire Dales, Mickleover Greenway, Tissington Trail, the Midshires
Way north of Buxton, Longdendale Trail through the south Pennines to
Northumberland and then Eden Valley, the North Pennines, South Tyne Valley,
Hadrian’s Wall and the Northumberland National Park.

Public Transport

The site is well located in terms of access to public transport. The Slaithwaite railway
station is within walking distance and the Marsden railway station is within cycling
distance.

Transport Policy

When considering transport policy compliance for planning applications, the main
thrust of local, regional, and national policy is that new development should be
conveniently accessible by a range of sustainable transport modes, including public
transport, walking, and cycling. This policy therefore sets out the framework for this
Transport Statement and the projects compliance with the policy objectives. Further
details of the relevant policy documents are set out below.

National Planning Policy Framework
5.1.2 The National Planning Policy Framework was published originally in March 2021 and
was updated most recently in July 2021. The framework sets out the Government’s
planning policies for England and how these are expected to be applied. It
recommends that new developments should only be prevented or refused on
highways grounds if there would be an unacceptable impact on highway safety, or

the residual cumulative impacts on the road network would be severe. Within this
context, applications for development with regards to Transport should:

Paragraph 110 of the NPPF states that in assessing sites that may be allocated for
development in plans, or specific applications for development, it should be ensured

that:

Appropriate opportunities to promote sustainable transport modes can be,
or have been, taken up, given the type of development and its location.

Safe and suitable access to the site can be achieved for all users.

The design of streets, parking areas and other transport elements and the
content of associated standards reflects current national guidance, including
the National Guide and the National Model Design Code.

Any significant impacts from the development on the transport network, in
terms of capacity and congestion or on highway safety, can be cost-
effectively mitigated to an acceptable degree.

Local Transport Plan

The current Local Transport Plan is the third West Yorkshire Local Transport Plan
(LTP3) which covers the period between 2011 and 2026. The key objectives of the
LTP3 include:

To improve access to jobs, education, and other key services for everyone.

To reduce delays to the movement of people and goods.

To improve safety for all highway users.

To limit the transport emissions of pollutants, greenhouse gases and noise.

To improve the condition of the transport infrastructure.

The LTP sets out the walking and cycling strategy for West Yorkshire to encourage
more people to use these modes of travel to help reduce the dependency on private
cars. With regards to cycling provision within the development proposals, the WYCS
seeks to ensure that new development proposals are located and designed to be
cycle friendly and adopt guidelines for cycle parking standards. With regards to
walking, the LTP seeks to improve the local environment to make walking more
attractive by enhancing safety, security and environmental quality.
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5.1.6 The LTP also sets out a bus strategy for West Yorkshire and seeks to increase
patronage for all categories of bus passenger and modal shift towards the bus and
away from the private car.

5.1.7 It is considered that the development is generally compliant with the local, regional
and national transport policies.

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6.0 Traffic Impact

6.1.1 The Globe Mills 2 building has the benefit of planning permission for D1/ D2 units
totalling 1069sgm, a conference/ exhibition use of 1091sqm, and 4371sqm of office
accommodation.

6.1.2 The TRICs database was used to determine the traffic impact of the office
accommodation. The approved TRICs data was based on the 85" percentile rates
(planning application reference 2013/91452) and the approved trip rates and
generations are shown in the table below: -

6.1.3 From the approved TRICs data of office use alone, it can be seen that Globe Mill 2
building would have generated between 93 and 114 vehicle trips during the network
peak hours of 8am and 9am, and between 5pm and 6pm.

6.1.4 Globe Mills 1 is approved for office use, it is proposed to allocate up to 100 spaces
for car parking within Globe Mill 2 to accommodate some of the parking demands
from Globe Mills 1 building.

6.1.5 In respect to the 93 additional spaces proposed for the general public, it is
considered that the car park would not be 100% occupied, and it is envisaged that
a maximum occupancy of 85% would be realistic given that some car park uses
would not be long stay.

6.1.6 Should all car parking spaces be used for long stay, it is assumed that the majority
of uses would travel to the car park between 8am and 10:30am and start to leave
the car park from 2:30pm onwards until 6pm. With an occupancy level of 100% this
would equate to 93 vehicle arriving between 8am and 10:30am and the same
number of vehicle leaving between 2:30pm and 6pm. During the peak times this
equates to around 37 trips per hour during the morning peak period and 27 trips
during the afternoon peak period. It should be noted that there would be short stay
movements throughout the day, although these are likely to be spread evenly.

It should be noted that the proposed car park would accommodate the parking
demands of vehicles already using the local highway network and should not
generate additional traffic. Bridge Street contains a large volume of on street car
parking, which could disrupt the safe and free flow of traffic using the road.
Slaithwaite contains some public car parks that can have a high occupancy levels
providing further parking stress on nearby streets. The proposals for a multi storey
car park can only relieve the parking stress on Bridge Street and within the centre
of Slaithwaite, reducing the requirement to park on street benefiting road safety.

From the above it can be seen that the approved use of Globe Mill 2 would generate
a higher number of trips during the network peak hours when compared to its
proposed use as parking for Globe Mill 1 building and public car park.

The proposed development includes a suitable vehicular access to serve the car
park, and separate pedestrian access. The local highway network appears to
operate safely. Therefore, the proposal is considered to offer a safe access
arrangement.

to create a multi storey car park to be used by occupiers of Globe Mill 1 building
and the general public (long stay car park).

The site is located within the centre of Slaithwaite within walking distance of
employment, retail and leisure, providing wanted additional parking stock in the
area.

The proposed car park would accommodate the parking demands of vehicles
already using the local highway network and should not generate additional traffic.
The proposals can only relieve the parking stress on Bridge Street and within the
centre of Slaithwaite, reducing the requirement to park on street benefiting road
safety.

The approved use of Globe Mill 2 would generate a higher number of trips during
the network peak hours when compared to its use as parking for Globe Mill 1
building and public car park.

It is therefore concluded that the development is considered acceptable, and that
there are no highway safety or efficiency reasons why planning consent for the
proposed development should not be granted.
