1. Brooks Ecological Ltd was commissioned by Hartley
Property Trust Ltd. to carry out a Biodiversity Net
Gain  (BNG) Assessment of the proposed
development Site at Globe Mills 2, Slaithwaite,
Huddersfield.

2. The assessment applies to the parcel of land shown
in Figure 1 opposite.

3. The assessment is informed by a Preliminary
Ecological Appraisal carried out by Brooks
Ecological in July 2023 (ref. ER-6907-01). To conform
with DEFRA's Biodiversity Metric 4.0, habitats have
been mapped in accordance with the UK Habitats
Classification.

4. Biodiversity Accounting metrics are used to quantify
the value of a site in Biodiversity Units, which helpsin
assessing the ecological impacts of the proposed
development on the Site.

5. Biodiversity Units can help to inform avoidance, or
on-Site mitigation levels required; or as a last resort
can translate to a direct monetary value where
compensation (off-Site) is required.

Pre-development baseline

Habitats identified

The Site supports the following habitats:

e U1b - Developed Land: Sealed Surface
e 16-Tall Forbs

Each habitat is mapped in Figure 2 opposite.

Additionally, ‘Other rivers and streams’ habitat has
been recorded as on Site, as the Site is within the
riparian zone.

Condition assessment

The condition assessment for each habitat is based
on the available criteria set out in the DEFRA (2023)
Biodiversity Metric 4.0 Technical Supplement.

The condition assessment for the watercourse is
detailed in Brooks Ecological’s report ER-6907-04.

Encroachment

Baseline encroachment of the watercourse is
assessed as described in table 1below:

Rev 1, July 2023.

Planting types specified in the Landscape Proposal
have been assigned a UK Habitat Classification
description that best fits the target habitat.

Habitats assigned are shown in Figure 4 overleaf.

The condition assessment for each proposed habitat
is based on what is realistic and achievable for the
Site, based on the Landscape Masterplan.

Post-development habitats

Habitat Unit Score

The Site has been assessed as having a post-
development score of 0.98 Habitat Units.

This score is based on our interpretation of the
Landscape Masterplan, as shown in Figure 4
opposite.

Watercourse Unit Score

The watercourse has been assessed as having a post-
development score of 0.27 Watercourse Units.

This score is based on the reduction in
encroachment along a total of 56m of the north bank
of the river post development

This has been assessed based on anticipated semi-
natural landscaping, according to interpreted
habitats shown in Figure 4.

Biodiversity Gain Assessment

This exercise identifies an overall Net Gain of 0.78
Habitat Units (+398.51%) and 0.02 Watercourse
Units (+8.73%).

Calculations for the change in Habitat Units have
been based on new areas of semi-natural habitats
being created including wildflower grassland and
tree planting. The increase in Watercourse Units is
based on reduced encroachment due to creation of
semi-natural habitat and reduced hardstanding
along the river.

The majority of the Site is occupied by developed
land which does not contribute to the habitat unit
score this will be where works are concentrated
converting the old mill into a car park.

The client has been provided with a copy of the
Biodiversity Metric 4.0 Calculation Tool Excel
spreadsheet (ref. BM-6907-01.1). This can be made
available for review if required.
