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1.1 SITE LOCATION

This Heritage Statement has been prepared by Mosedale Gillatt Architects to accompany an application for

Planning and Listed Building Consent for urgent repair works to one small flat roof at The Civic in Holmfirth.

The Civic Hall is Grade Il listed and extent of site application includes gate piers that lead to the centre's steps as

well as the surrounding boundary wall.

The Civic Hall is located on the main Huddersfield Road approaching Holmfirth town centre along the A6024. The
Hall was built in 1842 (commissioned by the Holmfirth and Literary and Philosophical Society as their meeting
place) with Drill Hall built in 1891/92 (commissioned to serve as the base for the 2" Volunteer Battalion of the
Duke of Wellington’s Regiment). Civic Hall is situated across from Victorian stone terraced housing with stone

flagged roofs that define this particular area of Holmfirth, which is also named ‘High Town’.
1.2 STATUTORY DESIGNATIONS
As shown below The Civic Hall is located within a conservation area. The statutory states:

‘Civic Hall. 1842. Ashlar. Flat roof with moulded eaves cornice and blocking course. Two storeys. South-east
elevation: 3 central bays of tall windows, with glazing bars, to each floor, the upper floor having stone surrounds
and set in shallow recessed panels. Between floors is deep ashlar string course. To each side of central part of side
wings of one bay which breaks forward and has a single light to each floor. Two entrances: one to inside of each
projecting wing. North-east elevation: ground floor has 5 blind window openings. First floor has tall, central, 3-light
window with moulded decoration. Boundary wall returns to building. Two massive, square ashlar corner posts with

moulded caps. Two similar gate piers with iron overthrow.’

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2.1 DESIGN APPROACH AND DESCRIPTION OF WORKS

The design approach is to carefully remove an existing mineral felt roof that has failed and causing significant
water ingress. A new Bauder K5K reinforced bitumen roof will be installed as drawing 1058 025. To achieve

improved falls an increased pitch will be created, but concealed from view by raising the existing stone coping at a

new level.
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
