A Biodiversity Net Gain Assessment has been submitted in support of the discharge of condition 25.
This document does not suitably address the requirements of the condition, which is as follows:

25. Details of ‘layout’ and ‘landscaping’ submitted pursuant to condition 2 shall include an ecological
design strategy (EDS) addressing compensation for the loss of the marshy grassland/rush pasture
habitats as identified in the Preliminary Ecological Appraisal, as well as general ecological
enhancement. The EDS shall include the following:

a) Purpose and conservation objectives for the proposed works, including but not limited to the
creation of a permanent water body or marshy grassland habitat within open space.

b) Review of site potential and constraints informed by up-to-date (within 12 months of the date of
submission) ecological survey and assessment.

c¢) Detailed design(s) and/or working method(s) to achieve stated objectives.

d) Extent and location/area of proposed works on appropriate scale maps and plans.

e) Type and source of materials to be used where appropriate, e.g. native species of local
provenance.

f) Timetable for implementation demonstrating that works are aligned with the proposed phasing of
development.

g) Persons responsible for implementing the works.

h) Details of initial aftercare and long-term maintenance.

i) Details for monitoring and remedial measures.

The EDS shall be implemented in accordance with the approved details and all features shall be
retained as such thereafter.

Reason: To provide ecological mitigation and enhancement in accordance with Policy PLP30 of the
Publication Draft Local Plan and guidance in the National Planning Policy Framework.

Once the above information has been amended, then KC Ecology should once again be submitted.

At this time, | am unable to support the discharge of the condition.
