The application states that the salon is to be used for friends and family only.  It is not 
to be advertised to the public.   

 
 

 
 

Past owner of no.17  had ongoing issues with the drain and had to call out

exacerbate the drainage issue and affect other properties too. 

I would welcome a visit to my property from the planning officer to fully understand 
how our privacy is invaded.  If approved, the plans constitute an invasion of privacy.
