Q1: What measures have been/will be taken to reduce the energy demand associated
with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations?
(See section 2)

Single large double glazed window to maximise daylight entry to reduce energy use
on lights. Also, since northerly facing, will prevent overheating and minimise use of
energy use on cooling appliances.

In addition, insulated plasterboard eg. Kingspan Kooltherm (as well as insulation to
cavity walls, suspended floor & roof space) will be used to all walls & ceilings.
Carpet will be fitted with insulated underlay.

Q2: What measures have been/will be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the
implementation and construction processes, e.g. by reusing existing on-site materials or
sourcing materials locally? (See section 3)

Local builders & suppliers will be used.

The proposed footprint for the extension is in the main a hard finish by way of block
pavers. All these block pavers will be salvaged and reused as new path finishes.

In addition, part of the back garden is not level and some excavated soil will be
re-used to level parts of the rear garden.

Q3: See above box. - No proposals to replace the heating system. Roof is northerly facing,
overshadowed by the existing dormer bungalow and single storey so not ideal for solar
panels. Proposed extension is a bedroom for a person with autism & learning disabilities who
is sensitive to noises so a heat pump or similar noisy equipment nearby will not be ideal.

Q4: As mentioned, all walls, floors and ceilings will be insulated.

Location is not in a flood zone nor has the property ever flooded. | would suggest at
least 85% of the proposed footprint is existing block pavers. There is also hard
pavers to both sides of the proposed footprint which will be turned into soft
landscaping.

Bedroom will benefit from an additional radiator added onto existing gas boiler
heating system. Boiler is a combi low NOx A rated boiler less than 7 years old with
room thermostat. New radiator will be fitted with a TRV and additional reflective
insulation will be applied to the wall behind the radiator.
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
