Site Description 
 
The site is to the north of Huddersfield Town Centre and the Huddersfield 
Town Centre Conservation Area. The site is shared with a further car 
showroom and is to the south of the wider site with Northgate to the east, 
Southgate to the south and Viaduct Street to the west.  To the west of the site 
is Huddersfield Railway Viaduct which is a Grade II Listed Building. The 
surrounding area is comprised of mainly commercial buildings comprised of 
car showrooms and also the Huddersfield ring road. 
 
Description of Proposal 
 
Consent is sought for erection of five illuminated and three non-illuminated 
signs.

Policy 
 
This application is submitted pursuant to the requirement of paragraph 4 of 
Part 1 of the Town and Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) 
(England) Regulations 2007 (as amended). The statutory Development Plan 
for Kirklees is the Local Plan (adopted 27th February 2019). The site is 
without notation on the Kirklees Local Plan.

National Policies and Guidance: 
 
National planning policy and guidance is set out in National Policy 
Statements, primarily the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) 
published December 2023, the Planning Practice Guidance Suite (PPGS) first 
launched 6th March 2014 together with Circulars, Ministerial Statements and 
associated technical guidance.   



 
The NPPF constitutes guidance for local planning authorities and is a material 
consideration in determining applications. 
 

• Chapter 2 – Achieving sustainable development. 

• Chapter 9 – Promoting Sustainable Development 

• Chapter 12 – Achieving well-designed and beautiful places.  

• Chapter 14 – meeting the challenge of climate change, flooding and 
coastal change. 

• Chapter 16 – Conserving and enhancing the historic environment  
 
 
Assessment 
 
Regulation 3 of the Advertisement Regulations limits the Local Planning 
Authority’s powers in respect of advertisement applications to the 
consideration of amenity and public safety. Therefore, these are the key 
issues for consideration in this case. 
 
Amenity 
 
Regulation 3(2a) of the Advertisement Regulations states that: factors 
relevant to amenity include the general characteristics of the locality, including 
the presence of any feature of historic, architectural, cultural or similar 
interest.  
 
Policy LP1 of the KLP states that when considering development proposals, 
the Council will take a positive approach that reflects the presumption in 
favour of sustainable development contained in chapter 2 of the National 
Planning Policy Framework.  

 
Policy LP2 sets out that all development proposals should seek to build on the 
strengths, opportunities and help address challenges identified in the Local 
Plan. Policy LP24 of the KLP is relevant and states that “good design should 
be at the core of all proposals in the district”.  
 
The NPPF seeks a presumption in favour of sustainable development and 
seeks to secure high quality design and a high standard of amenity for all 
existing and future occupants of land and buildings, as well as taking account 
of the character of different areas and the way they function.  
 
Paragraph 141 of the NPPF considers that the quality and character of places 
can suffer when advertisements are poorly sited and designed. However, 
advertisements should be subject to control only in the interests of amenity 
and public safety, taking account of cumulative impacts. Policy LP25 of the 
Local Plan sets out that the display of advertisements will only be permitted if 
they satisfy the following criteria: 
 

a. The design is consistent with the character of the existing building 
in terms of scale, quality and use of materials; 



a. Proposals respect the character of the locality and any features of 
historic, architectural, cultural or other special interest. 

 
Policy LP24 of Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter 12 of the NPPF set out that 
development should be of an acceptable design. 
 
Policy LP25 of Kirklees Local Plan details that new or replacement shop front 
units and display of advertisements will only be permitted if the design is 
consistent with the character of the existing building in terms of scale, quality 
and use of materials, respect the character of the locality and are designed to 
be in scale, in its depth and width, with the façade and street scene of which it 
forms part.  
 
Public Safety: 

 

Regulation 3(2b) of the Advertisement Regulations makes clear that factors 

relevant to public safety include the safety of persons using the transport 

network, including the potential for an advertisement to obscure views of 

transport signage or equipment, and the potential for an advertisement to 

hinder the operation of any device used for security purposes.  

 

The PPG sets out the main types of advertisements which may cause danger 

to road users. Of note, the PPG notes that this includes those, which would 

reduce the clarity or effectiveness of a traffic sign or signal, as well as 

illuminated signs when they are directly visible from the road, or the means of 

brightness could result in glare and dazzle or distract road users (Paragraph 

068 Reference ID: 18b-068-20140306). 

 
The design is consistent with the character of the existing dwelling with regard 
to scale, quality and use of materials. In this case, the proposed signage, due 
to its position, design and scale would not result in any detriment to amenity 
or public safety. All the proposed advertisements are to replace existing sign 
upon the host building and within its curtilage and are all considered to be of 
an acceptable size/scale with limited projections forward of the external walls 
of the building or to replace freestanding signs. Furthermore, the signs to be 
illuminated are considered to have an appropriate lumen level, with the 
illuminated signs to be internally illuminated.  
 
It should also be noted that the host building has an established commercial 
use and has functioned as a garage for quite a significant amount of time. As 
such, the signs will harmonise with the business use of the building and 
therefore, it is concluded that the signage would not appear out of keeping or 
negatively prominent within the wider street scene.  
 
Considering LP35 and the pre-existing relationship between the Railway 
Viaduct (Grade 2 Listed Building) and the car showroom; this proposal would 
preserve and not harm the significance of the asset as a recognised historic 
asset. The proposed signage would be fitted to a modern building, albeit 
within the setting of the listed building. LP24 requires that “the form, scale, 



layout and details of all development respects and enhances the character of 
the townscape, heritage assets and landscape”, this proposal would also 
accord with LP24 in terms of an acceptable design.   
 
Signage can present some degree of distraction to drivers, however, in this 
instance, the proposed distraction levels would be negligible and therefore, 
the proposed advertisement would pose no highway safety concerns. This is 
because the signage is principally the rebranding of the premise with new 
signage largely replacing that which already exists. 
 
As such, the proposed advertisements are considered to appropriately comply 
with Chapters 12 and 15 of the NPPF, as well as policies LP21, LP22, LP24, 
LP25 & LP52 of the Kirklees Local Plan. 
 
To conclude, this application has been assessed against relevant policies in 
the development plan and other material considerations. It is considered that 
the development would constitute sustainable development and is therefore 
recommended for approval.
