The application relates to Plot 1 only.  

Condition 9 - Contaminated Land  
Condition 5 on outline permission 2020/93432 (APP/Z4718/W/21/3274396) relates to the coal 
mining legacy at the site. We recommend that the Coal Authority are consulted in relation this 
condition. We acknowledge an overlap in relation to ensuring safe development, however this 
aspect is covered in Condition 9 which is within the remit of Environmental Health.  

Condition 9 on outline permission 2020/93432 (APP/Z4718/W/21/3274396) requires the 
submission and approval of contaminated land reports. The condition refers to the 
investigation and remediation of the site.  

Further to our comments dated 4th June 2024, a Phase II Interpretative Report by RB 
Geotechnical (dated June 2024, ref: RBG379) and a Coal Mining Risk Assessment by Rogers 
Geotechnical Services Ltd (RGS), dated August 2023 (ref: C3619/23/E/5493) have been 
received in support of the application. The reports include geotechnical information, which is 
outside the remit of Environmental Health, this consultation response therefore only relates to 
the land contamination aspect of the reports. 

The reports provide additional information in relation to the ground gas monitoring and the 
ground conditions. We accept the information provided.  

Recommendations 
Condition 9 - Contaminated Land  
The Phase II Interpretative Report (dated June 2024, ref: RBG379) and Phase II Interpretative 
Report (dated March 2024, ref: RBG379) authored by RB Geotechnical, and a Coal Mining 
Risk Assessment by Rogers Geotechnical Services Ltd (RGS), dated August 2023 (ref: 
C3619/23/E/5493) satisfy the investigation aspect of Condition 9 and are accepted.  

However, Condition 9 must remain until further notice. A remediation strategy must now be 
prepared in relation to the removal of made ground and replacement with fill material at the 
site.
