The Coal Authority is a non-departmental public body sponsored by the Department for
Energy Security and Net Zero. As a statutory consultee, the Coal Authority has a duty to
respond to planning applications and development plans in order to protect the public and
the environment in mining areas.

The Coal Authority response: Material Consideration

As you are aware, the Coal Authority were consulted on as part of the planning
consultation process for outline permission: 2020/93432. No objections were raised by
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the Coal Authority, subject to the LPA imposing a suitably worded condition to secure the
undertaking of intrusive site investigations as recommended by RB Geotechnical, report
authors of the Coal Mining Risk Assessment (CMRA), September 2020 submitted by the
applicant in support of their planning application. We are pleased to note that a condition
was imposed by the Planning Inspectorate (Condition 5).

The reserved matters application is accompanied by a Coal Mining Investigation Report
(C3619/23/E/5493, 01/069/2023) prepared by Rogers Geotechnical Services Ltd. The Report
has been informed by the recommendations of the above CMRA and the findings of two
rotary boreholes drilled to 30m depth within the site. Borehole logs and a plan to illustrate
where the boreholes were drilled are appended to the Report. We are pleased to note that
the investigations were carried out under the terms and condition of a Coal Authority
Permit: 26961.

Based on the results of the site investigations and an analysis of their findings, the report
authors inform that no coal seams or evidence of workings were encountered during the
investigation and no remedial and / or mitigation measures have been identified.

The Coal Authority has no objections to this reserved matters application (and the
discharge of Condition 5), based on the professional opinion provided by Rogers
Geotechnical Services Ltd informed by the above site investigations.
