Objections have been raised to the discharge of Condition 7. The officer upholds their 
objection as the aims of the conditions have not been satisfied in terms of complying with 
LP21 & 22 of the Kirklees Local Plan. A future application to discharge the condition 
should demonstrate improvements to the private shared access road between the 
application site and Mill Road. It should satisfy the safety level of road users and 
pedestrians through the site and access onto Mill Road, whilst including road surfacing 
and drainage measures.
