Variation of conditions 2 (plans and specifications) and 14 (landscaping)
of permission 2022/92718

Site Description

This application relates to a site used by the West Yorkshire Fire and Rescue
Service as a headquarters and a training centre.

The site is approximately 4.2 miles (6.7km) to the southeast of Bradford and 7
miles (11.5km) to the southwest of Leeds. The site of a former colliery, most
of the buildings were constructed in the late 20th century. There are two
existing main points of access into the site: one off Bradford Rd (A651) on the
eastern boundary and the other off Whitehall Rd West (A58) to the southern
boundary.

The site is surrounded to the north and west by open space and to the south
and east by residential properties. There is a mature landscaped boundary on
all edges and numerous mature trees that help to screen the site from the
main roads to the south and east.

The local pallet of materials consists of a mixture of natural stone and
rendered housing and a combination of brick and render/cladding to more
commercial type of buildings within the site itself and buildings located
adjacent Whitehall Rd West, representing the varied nature of development
over the last 30 years.

Description of proposal

The proposal is for the variation of conditions 2 (plans and specifications) and
14 (Landscape Plan) of the previous permission 2022/92718 which was for:
demolition of fire training building, extension and landscaping of RTC yard,
including erection of fuel pump and tank, bin store and dog kennels,
recladding of the BA building and erection of an enclosed link between BA
and TRTC, provision of a new sub-station and new boundary treatments,
retaining and landscaping works.

The following changes are proposed:

o Three new car racks are proposed. Each rack would be three tiers
high, to accommodate a total of nine cars. The cars would be
manually lifted onto the racks which are stationary. The
specification details have been submitted alongside this
application.



. A steel storage container (6.06m long x 2.44m wide x 2.59m high)
is proposed which would contain electrical connection for lighting
and electric plug points. This would be located within the confines
of the existing RTC yard. A specification sheet has been provided
which shows the details of the container.

o To the north of the substation on the eastern side of the site, it is
proposed to construct a 3.0m high Weldmesh and timber slat
combination fence to screen the sub-station. A section has been
provided at this location. It is proposed remove the small row of
existing conifers at this location and replace them with a mixed
native hedge. An Addendum has been produced to support the
Arboricultural Impact Assessment (ref: D8808.04.100). This
concludes that while there would be an immediate loss of tree
canopy cover in the short to medium term, the Soft Landscape Plan
and levels of mitigation have been designed to ensure that there
would be no net loss of arboricultural value in the long term and no
permanent degradation of the treescape.

. A new footpath is proposed to the east of the parade ground, along
the edge of the existing road kerb. The footpath would be created
on the current road surface to minimise impact on the existing
trees. The AIA Addendum confirms that these wwould not be
impacted.

o A T-shaped area in the north-east in which there were to have
been 13 parking spaces has been reorganised to create 11 spaces,
six of which are designated for disabled drivers.

2024/91189 — Planning permission for enabling landscaping and engineering
works. Awaiting determination.

Representations

Final publicity date expired: 04/07/2024. Publicity was via neighbour letter
only in accordance with the requirements of the Development Management
Procedure Order and the Kirklees Development Management Charter. This is
classed as a minor application. The original application was advertised as
affecting a listed building or its setting. For the current application this step
was not considered necessary since it relates to changes that are judged to
be immaterial from the point of view of the setting of the listed building.

One representation was received as a result of publicity. Comments:

e The positioning of the kennels and the resultant additional noise
disturbance. Traffic will affect the kennels and they should be moved to
a quieter location.

Consultation responses

e KC Conservation and Design (previous comments): The Conservation
and Design Team has no comments on this application as we do not
consider it to harm the setting of the Grade Il listed Oakroyd Hall or
Fire Service Memorial.



e KC Highways Development Management: (informal response) No
objection.

e KC Environmental Health: Were consulted but did not respond.
e KC Trees: No objections
Policy

Section 38(6) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 requires
that planning applications are determined in accordance with the
Development Plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise. The
statutory Development Plan for Kirklees is the Local Plan (adopted

National planning policy and guidance is set out in National Policy
Statements, primarily the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF), the
Planning Practice Guidance Suite (PPGS) first launched 06/03/2014 together
with Circulars, Ministerial Statements and associated technical guidance.

The NPPF constitutes guidance for local planning authorities and is a material
consideration in determining applications.

7) Conclusion

1 — Principle of development:

Policy LP1 of the Local Plan states that when considering development
proposals, the council will take a positive approach that reflects the
presumption in favour of sustainable development contained in the NPPF.
LP1 goes on further to state that:

“The council will always work pro-actively with applicants jointly to find
solutions which mean that proposals can be approved wherever possible,
and to secure development that improves the economic, social and
environmental conditions in the area.”

The principle of the development has already been accepted. The principal
factors in assessing this application will be its anticipated impact upon the
safe and convenient use of the highway, possible impact upon trees and
biodiversity, and its impact on visual amenity and local character.

The assessment of this application will have due regard to Paragraph 140 of
the NPPF, which states that local planning authorities should seek to ensure
that “the quality of approved development is not materially diminished
between permission and completion, as a result of changes being made to the
permitted scheme (for example through changes to approved details such as
the materials used).”

2 — Impact on visual amenity:




It is considered that the proposed modifications and additions, consisting of
the car racks, 6m x 2.44m steel storage container, 3.0m high fence to screen
the substation, and the new footpath, would have a very minor visual impact
in the context of the site as a whole and none would be prominent from
outside the site. The car racks would be placed 18m in from the southern site
boundary, the storage container to the north of these, and their visibility would
be limited by the existing trees and banking. The fencing would reduce the
visibility of the substation, although again it would hardly be visible from
outside the site. The works would not result in the loss of any trees (see
assessment below) that are judged to have high public amenity value and it is
considered that the proposed hedge would be an acceptable replacement in
visual terms.

In conclusion it is considered that all of the proposed works would be
compatible with the aims of Local Plan policy LP24(a) and current government
guidance set out in the NPPF and other sources relating to urban design.
They would not result in the quality of the approved development being
diminished.

The proposals would not have a significant and/or materially different impact
upon the setting of heritage assets when compared with the previously-
approved scheme.

3 — Impact on residential amenity:

It is considered that the proposed modifications would not give rise to any
harm to residential amenity or to neighbouring land by reason of increased
noise or other factors and would thereby accord with the aims of policies
LP24(b) and LP52 of the Local Plan.

4 — Impact on highway safety:

The formation of a new footway would benefit pedestrian safety. It is
considered that the loss of two parking spaces, within the context of a large
site that under the proposed redevelopment would undergo a substantial net
increase in parking provision, is immaterial, and would in any case be
compensated for by the new car racks. None of the proposed changes would
adversely affect visibility or turning provision. In conclusion, the proposed
amendments would not have any material impact on highway safety or access
and would accord with the aims of Local Plan policies LP20, 21 and 22.

5 — Other matters:

Land contamination and stability issues

As noted above, the site is potentially affected by land contamination and
instability arising from historic coal mining. These matters were, however,
examined during the assessment of the original application and conditions



were applied to ensure that suitable remediation measures were carried out.
No further investigative work is applied (see further commentary below).

Biodiversity and trees

The proposal involves the replacement of a small row of existing conifers with
a mixed native hedge. It is considered that there will be no net loss of
arboricultural value in the long term. The planting of the hedge can be
incorporated into a modified version of condition 8 regarding replacement tree
planting to ensure that it is carried out. KC Trees have confirmed that there
would be no impact on the other retained trees.

The Biodiversity Net Gain assessment submitted with the original application
found that it would result in a net gain of 0.38 habitat units, or over 20% of
baseline value. At the time, the requirement for development proposals to
deliver 10% biodiversity net gain had not become mandatory. It is considered
that the BNG delivered would not be adversely affected by the latest changes.

In conclusion, it is considered that the proposed amendments would have no
material impact upon the value of the site as a wildlife habitat, the retention of
trees, or its contribution to wider biodiversity aims. It would therefore be
compliant with the aims of policies LP30 and 33 of the Local Plan.

Climate Change

On 12/11/2019, the council adopted a target for achieving ‘net zero’ carbon
emissions by 2038, with an accompanying carbon budget set by the Tyndall
Centre for Climate Change Research. National Planning Policy includes a
requirement to promote carbon reduction and enhance resilience to climate
change through the planning system and these principles have been
incorporated into the formulation of Local Plan policies. The Local Plan pre-
dates the declaration of a climate emergency and the net zero carbon target;
however it includes a series of policies which are used to assess the suitability
of planning applications in the context of climate change. When determining
planning applications the council will use the relevant Local Plan policies and
guidance documents to embed the climate change agenda.

It is considered that the proposed changes are immaterial from the point of
view of carbon emissions (when compared with the approved scheme) and
the proposal is deemed to be in accordance with the aims set out above, and
set out in NPPF Chapter 14.

Conditions

Since the approval of an application for variation or removal of a condition has
the effect of issuing a new planning permission, all conditions on the original
decision notice should, for the sake of clarity, be applied to the permission as
varied, if they remain relevant. In this instance, the conditions imposed on the
original decision notice will be repeated here, except that the standard
condition on timescale will be changed so that it specifies a date three years



after the decision date, and where necessary conditions will be re-worded to
ensure that they refer to the most recent plans or supporting documents.

The following conditions have been the subject of successful applications to
approve details required by the condition:

2023/90462 — Discharge condition 9 (Remediation Strategy). The officer’s
decision letter contained the following text:

“This application can be considered approved and condition 9 discharged,
but only in respect of work re-commencing in accordance with the details
hereby approved. Officers would also like to make the applicant and agent
aware of the Coal Authority’s comments in relation to condition 3. The
granting of the new remediation strategy (ref 7115 5A, dated Feb 23) with
regard to contaminated land does not override the requirements of
condition 3 to make the land safe with regard to land stability. The applicant
must follow the Coal Authority’s advice in order to comply with this
condition”

Condition 3 will remain as it is already a compliance condition and the wording
does not need to be changed.

2023/92964 — Discharge condition 12 (Lighting). Details were approved. The
developer, however, wishes to submit a modified lighting scheme at some
time in the future. It is therefore recommended that the wording of the
condition, allowing the submission of further details, remains, and that the
previously-approved lighting scheme does not form part of the table of
approved documents.

2023/92192 — Discharge condition 6 (Construction Environmental
Management Plan).

The submitted details were assessed and considered acceptable. The
condition will therefore be re-worded as a compliance condition.

6 — Representations:

One representation was made. Officer comments are that the position of the
proposed kennels has already been approved under application 2022/92718.
The application does not contain any proposal to modify their siting and this
concern is therefore not material in its determination.

7 — Conclusion:

The NPPF has introduced a presumption in favour of sustainable
development. The policies set out in the NPPF taken as a whole constitute the
Government’s view of what sustainable development means in practice.

This application has been assessed against relevant policies in the
development plan and other material considerations. It is considered that the



development would constitute sustainable development and is therefore
recommended for approval.

1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun no later than
18/12/2025.

Reason: Pursuant to the requirements of Section 91 of the Town and Country
Planning Act 1990.

2. The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete
accordance with the plans and specifications schedule listed in this decision
notice, except as may be specified in the conditions attached to this
permission, which shall in all cases take precedence.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as to what is being permitted and to
ensure the satisfactory appearance of the development on completion, and to
accord with Policies LP3, LP7, LP8, LP21, LP22, LP24, LP30, LP33, LP35
and LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan, and the aims of the National Planning
Policy Framework.

3. No development shall commence (excluding the demolition of existing
structures, site clearance and works to the RTC yard) until works to remediate
shallow coal mine workings has been carried out in order to ensure that the
site is made safe and stable for the development proposed. The remedial
works shall be carried out in accordance with authoritative UK guidance.
Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in relation to the historic
coal mining legacy, in accordance with Policy LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan
and the National Planning Policy Framework.

4. Prior to the occupation of the development, or it being taken into beneficial
use, a signed statement or declaration prepared by a suitably competent
person confirming that the site has been made safe and stable for the
approved development shall be submitted to the Local Planning Authority for
approval in writing. This document shall confirm the completion of the
remedial works and mitigation measures within the building design to avoid
the transfer of structural loads onto the treated mine shafts.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in relation to the historic
coal mining legacy, in accordance with Policy LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan
and the National Planning Policy Framework.

5. The development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved
Flood Risk Assessment and Drainage Strategy Revision 7, produced by
Roscoe dated July 2022 and shall incorporate the detailed surface water
drainage scheme and all the proposed mitigation measures into the
development.



Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in relation to flood risk and
drainage in accordance with Policy LP27 of the Kirklees Local Plan and
Chapter 14 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

6. The Construction Environmental Management Plan (CEMP) referred to in
the schedule of approved documents shall be adhered to throughout the
construction of the development.

Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the occupiers of nearby properties in
accordance with part 15 of the NPPF and LP52 of the Local Plan.

7. The development shall be completed in accordance with the advice and
directions (recommendations) contained in the Arboricultural Impact
Assessment (reference: The Environment Partnership ref 8808.01.001 dated
Aug 2022). Specifically, the development shall be carried out in complete
accordance with Arboricultural Method Stated enclosed within the
forementioned Arboricultural Impact Assessment. These shall be
implemented and maintained throughout the construction phase and retained
thereafter.

Reason: To protect trees in the interests of visual amenity and to accord with
the requirements of Policy LP33 of the Kirklees Local Plan and advice within
the National Planning Policy Framework.

8. Notwithstanding the plans and details hereby approved, all of the new
proposed trees, in addition to the proposed hedgerow to the north of the
substation, shall be planted within the first planting season following the date
of this decision. The new and replacement trees shall be of mixed native and
naturalised species in accordance with the approved Arboricultural Impact
Assessment (The Environment Partnership, ref: 8808.01.001 dated Aug
2022). If any of the newly proposed trees die within five years of the date of
this permission, they shall be replaced with a tree of the same species and of
the same material size, within the next planting season. The trees shall be
retained thereafter.

Reason: To ensure appropriate tree planting is implemented in accordance
with Policy LP33 of Kirklees Local Plan.

9. Remediation of the site shall be carried out and completed in accordance
with the approved Remediation Strategy (ref: 7115A 2 Rem Strat Report -
Dec 22). In the event that remediation is unable to proceed in accordance with
the approved Remediation Strategy or contamination not previously
considered in either the Preliminary Risk Assessment or the Phase Il Intrusive
Site Investigation Report is identified or encountered on site, all groundworks
in the affected area (except for site investigation works) shall cease
immediately and the Local Planning Authority shall be notified in writing within
two working days. Works shall not recommence until proposed revisions to
the Remediation Strategy have been submitted to and approved in writing by
the Local Planning Authority. Remediation of the site shall thereafter be
carried out in accordance with the approved revised Remediation Strategy.
Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy
LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan and the National Planning Policy Framework



10. Following completion of any measures identified in the approved
Remediation Strategy or any approved revised Remediation Strategy a
Verification Report by a suitably competent person shall be submitted to the
Local Planning Authority. No part of the site shall be brought into use until
such time as the remediation measures have been completed for the site in
accordance with the approved Remediation Strategy or the approved revised
Remediation Strategy and a Verification Report in respect of those
remediation measures has been approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.

Reason: To ensure the safe occupation of the site in accordance with Policy
LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan and the National Planning Policy Framework

11. The combined noise from any fixed mechanical services and external
plant and equipment shall be effectively controlled so that the combined rating
level of noise from all such equipment does not exceed the background sound
level at any time. “Rating level” and “background sound level” are as defined
in BS 4142:2014+A1:2019.

Reason: To ensure the proposed development does not cause harmful noise
pollution within neighbouring noise sensitive locations, in the interest of
amenity, to comply with the aims and objectives of Policies LP24 and LP52 of
the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapters 12 and 15 of the National Planning
Policy Framework.

12. No external artificial lighting shall be used unless the lighting has been
installed and operated in accordance with a scheme to be first submitted to
and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority, and thereafter
operated in accordance with the details so approved.

Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the occupiers of nearby properties
and promote sustainable development in accordance with Chapters 2 and 15
of the National Planning Policy Framework and Policy LP52 of the Kirklees
Local Plan.

13. Development shall be carried out in complete accordance with Biodiversity
Net Gain Design Stage Report (ref: 8808.01.001).

Reason: To ensure a biodiversity net gain as to accord with Kirklees Local
Plan Policy LP30, Chapter 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework and
the Biodiversity Net Gain Technical Advice Note.

14. Development shall be carried out in complete accordance with the
Landscaping Masterplans referred to in the schedule of approved documents.
Reason: To ensure the landscaping is undertaken in the interests of visual
amenity and as to accord with Policy LP24 of the Kirklees Local Plan and
Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

15. The external facing walls of the link extension between the breathing
apparatus and technical training centre buildings here approved, shall be
faced in to match the existing breathing apparatus building in regard to colour
and size.



Reason: As to ensure the proposed extension represents good design and
high-quality finish, in accordance with Policy LP24 of the Kirklees Local Plan
and Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
