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Introduction / Proposal

General Requirements
The Walsh Building which is a town centre council asset is planned for a full internal 
refurbishment to provide essential council services. 

The Walsh building is located in Dewsbury town centre adjacent the Town Hall

This planning statement relates to the requirement for a decorative security fence to 
secure the site with a new sliding security gate for general / vehicular access

The works will include the procurement and installation of a 2.1m high fence to the 
southeast and west elevations.

The proposed development details are outlined on the following drawings to be read in 
conjunction with this statement.

01b  Proposal 

01a Introduction
This Design & Access statement accompanies a Full Planning Application for the Installation of 
a new boundary fence and gate at the Walsh Building, Town Hall Way, Dewsbury
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Site Context / Site Information

02a  Site Context The Walsh Building is a council public building, recently used as the local customer care 
centre. The building is a modern style (Mid 1900’s) development with stone and glazed 
facades and pitched slate roofing. The building is accessed from Town Hall Way and is 
adjacent to the town Hall. The building is bound by civic gardens and a 1m high stone wall to 
2 sides. 

The proposal site is within a public pedestrian area and was until recently the towns customer 
care centre. The care centre recently moved into the current public library as a shared space to 
allow for redevelopment and re-organising of council wide services. There are plans for Town 
Hall way and the area adjacent the Walsh building entrance to be more pedestrianised, 
Highways will be carrying out these works in the summer of 2024.
The proposed site is not in a conservation area, however the adjacent Town Hall is a listed 
building and is included in the conservation area of Dewsbury Town Centre, with this in mind 
the proposed fence will be a decorative solution in keeping with the surroundings.

02b  Site Information

Conservation area extent

The proposal boundary fencing and gate will be in 
keeping with the adjacent heritage asset whilst 
providing security at relevant times, it will not have a 
negative impact on any elevation of the Walsh Building 
or surrounding areas.
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Site Wide Issues 

03a Highways / Parking The existing access to the Walsh building for centre visitors is situated on Town Hall Way. There is an existing 
drop kerb and open access to traffic. There are currently 8 accessible parking spaces. The parking layout has 
not been altered since the last refurbishment circa 2012. The current proposed plans do not envisage any 
changes to the parking provision as part of this application except for creating one extra space. 
The new proposal will provide a secure site area with the introduction of a boundary fence and sliding 
lockable gate for security on evenings. The new gate will be sufficient for most vehicles and a refuse wagon 
to reverse and collect waste. The gate will be open during normal operating hours for general access.

03b  Environment 
Trees / Soft Surfacing
There will be no removal of any trees required. There will 
be some minor small shrubs and bushes to be removed 
but nothing of significant or ecological importance. The 
removal will only allow installation of the proposed fencing 
in small areas. Soft surface areas will not change. Existing 
paving will be cleaned and re-laid to existing areas only.

Flooding / Drainage
The site does not appear in an EA flood risk zone (see 
picture adjacent.  A flood risk assessment should not be 
required for the type of development
There will be no impact to any possible localised flooding 
with the proposed fencing.

Contamination / Pollution
The proposed development does dot appear on a known 
contamination site, and the development will not have any 
pollution contribution.

Mitigation Control
The proposed development will have very limited  effect 
on any endangered or protected species
