The letter dated the 05/06/2024 details that 200 tons of imported topsoil was used as clean
cover in plots 1 to 13 at the development site. The email provides documentary evidence
of the greenfield soil sources. The stockpiled material was tested prior to placement. The
results of three samples have been reported and confirmed as suitable for use. Five hand
dug trial pits then confirmed the placement of a minimum 300mm depth of topsoil.
