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1. Introduction  

 
It is understood that as part of the planning application at the site, a Coal Mining Risk Assessment 
has been requested by the planning authority. Consequently, a desktop study was commissioned in 
order to assess the risk to the development from coal mining. This report presents the findings of 
the study.

The appropriate map sheet for the site and the geology viewer has been examined and the 
following table presents the indicated geology:

The Soft Bed Flags are generally fine-grained, thinly-
bedded and cross-bedded to flaggy sandstone 
interbedded with mudstone. 

 
There are no dip indicators relevant to the site (i.e. within 500m of the site or within the same fault 
block) on the geological map. However, taking into account the structure of the regional geology 
and outcrop patterns, it can be anticipated that the solid geology within the local area dips at 
shallow angles of less than 5° towards the east.  
 
The site to be developed is situated upon superficial alluvial deposits, associated with the River 
Colne. RGS have completed site investigation in the area previously and found these deposits to 
range between 10m and 15m in thickness. Head deposits are indiciated to outcrop east of the site, 
but it is unlikely that these shall encroach on to the site itself. 
 
There are two coal seams that are shown to subcrop beneath the superficial deposits within the 
local area. These seams are summarised as follows:

*All distances are given as approximations only. It should be noted that coal seam thicknesses vary over relatively short 
distances 
 
The Hard Bed and Middle Band Coal seams are indicated to subcrop beneath the head deposits to 
the east of the site. Taking into account the regional structural geology and the topography of the 
area, it is anticipated that both these seams may be present at a depth of less than 30m below the 
base of the superficial deposits.

4. Conclusions 
 
This risk assessment has revealed that economically workable coal is unlikely to be present at or 
within 30m depth of the base of the superficial deposits. Indeed, the Coal Authority does not 
indicate the site to be present in a high risk development zone.  
 
Furthermore, the Coal Authority hold no records of known workings beneath the site, therefore, any 
workings present beneath the site would have occurred from illicit methods. However, the site is 
likely to be underlain by water bearing strata; alluvium comprising gravels, cobbles and boulders, 
with hydraulic continuity with the alluvium. Therefore, it is highly unlikely that mining would have 
been undertaken by illicit methods as significant pumping would have been required to allow 
underground mining. In view of this, it is not considered necessary to undertake any further 
investigation or specific construction methods to reduce the risk of instability within the development 
at the site.

Past underground coal mining
Details of all recorded underground mining relative to the enquiry boundary. Only past
underground workings where the enquiry boundary is within 0.7 times the depth of the workings
(zone of likely physical influence) allowing for seam inclination, will be included.

Probable unrecorded shallow workings
Areas where the Coal Authority believes there to be unrecorded coal workings that exist at or close
to the surface (less than 30 metres deep).

Spine roadways at shallow depth
Connecting roadways either, working to working, or, surface to working, both in-seam and cross
measures that exist at or close to the surface (less than 30 metres deep), either within or within 10
metres of the enquiry boundary.
