2.03 — The proposals aims to use industrial materials to maintain the

industrial concept.

2.04 — The position of the new building has no impact on the Listed Arches

with no building being fixed to the existing stone.

3.0 - ACCESS

3.1 — The access is via the existing access.

3.2 — Parking is to be provided to the rear of the site.



4.0 - POLICY

The requirement to provide this assessment and advice on the amount of detail
