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The application site sits within the immediate setting of the Grade II Slaithwaite Viaduct. To the east of 
the site running north to south is Bank Gate, where the site can in part be experienced from and there 
are views onto the viaduct. There are also views looking onto the site and the Viaduct off Nabbs Lane. 

Within the site is the extant chemical works building, which has existed since the beginning of the 20th

century. There are also some small ancillary buildings including some storage units beneath the 
arches of the Viaduct. 

While the proposals will see additional structures added, which will to a degree have some impact, 
they will not cause any significant impact on the Listed Viaduct and its setting we would not raise an 
objection to the proposals. 

We would however set out that the colour of the cladding for the roof and the cladding should be dark 
green or dark grey so as to reduce the visual impact.
