Assessment of Significance: Listed Building Grade 2 
 
QUEENS ROAD 1. 5113 (North Side) Edgerton No 17 (Wood Field), including stable and coach house 
block to north SE 1317 27/1123 8.8.75. II 2. Circa 1870. Gothic villa. Rock-faced sandstone, ashlar 
dressings. Pitched slate roofs. Characteristic tall stone stacks with several set-offs each. 2 storeys 
and attics, basement on east side. Asymmetrical plan with slightly projecting wings ending in coped 
gables on kneelers. Various 3 and 4-light mullioned windows, some with sashes, some with 
casements, most with 4-centred arched lights set in oblong chamfered surrounds, one with a 
cusped ogival light, one straight-headed with a transom, all with hood moulds most of which end 
in lozenge-shaped label stop. Principal gable ends terminate in carved stone finials: various attic 
dormers with coped gables which terminate in delicate wrought iron finials. Porch with pitched 
roof, coped gable end, diagonal buttress, moulded 3-centred arch with hood mould to panelled 
double doors with elaborate iron hinges in naturalistic patterns. Various 1-storey projections to 
west and south, moulded cornices with elaborately carved bosses. Stable and coach house block to 
north. Same materials and style. Louvre in roof ridge with delicate iron weather vane.

The Extent of the Asset

Within these areas are a number of trees which contribute to the character of the area by virtue of 
providing a green leafy back drop to the buildings along Queens Road and Woodfield Court and 
adding to the semi-rural feel. These make a positive contribution to the character and appearance 
of the conservation area.

The architectural and historic interest of coach house and stable building is considered to provide 
a significant contribution in terms of architecture and historic interest. The proximity of the building 
to Queens Road are considered to add to the existing character of the Edgerton Conservation Area 
and makes a positive contribution to the conservation area by virtue of its structure, scale, materials 
and its contribution to the understanding of the historical development and heritage of the 
settlement. 
 

 

The Proposed Works

Rather than replace the existing complicated flue dilution system and problematic, utilises one of 
the properties existing chimneys, we propose a more straightforward external flue system.  
 
The proposals include the installation of three 55P Keston Heat 2 boilers with each boiler requiring 
an air inlet run in 50mm plastic pipe and extract exhaust run in 50mm plastic pipe. The boiler room 
is located in the cellar below ground level. 
 
The 3 vertical 50mm black plastic flues made of muPVC to match existing soil pipe and rainwater 
downpipes to the rear elevation should have minimal impact on the appearance of the heritage 
asset.

The Impact on the Asset

The proposals are to replace the current out of date inefficient boiler plant approaching the end of 
its viable life. Allow installation of modern fully condensing heating and hot water boilers capable 
of high seasonal efficiencies up to 96% and low emissions to meet requirements of the EC Gas 
Appliance Directive and Boiler Efficiency Directive providing residents with efficient, responsive, 
cost-effective heating and hot water. 
 
The impact of the works will be minimal regarding the aesthetic appearance.
