‘12. Following completion of any measures identified in the approved 
Remediation Strategy or any approved revised Remediation Strategy, a 
Validation Report shall be submitted to the Local Planning Authority. No part of 
the site shall be brought into use until such time as the remediation measures 
for the whole site have been completed in accordance with the approved 
Remediation Strategy or the approved revised Remediation Strategy and a 
Validation Report in respect of those remediation measures has been approved 
in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  
Reason: To identify and remove unacceptable risks to human health and the 
environment and in accordance with Policy LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan and 
the Chapter 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework’. 
 
The applicant has submitted a Validation Report by Haigh Huddleston & 
Associates, dated 30th May 2024 (ref: E17/7092/MD/008) in support of the 
application to discharge Condition 12.  
 
Given the nature of the condition, the Council’s Environmental Health Officers 
have been consulted. They note that the document describes the remediation 
of the site, including the removal of fill material from the gas holders, the 
installation and verification of gas protection measures and the placement of 
clean topsoil in areas of soft landscaping. Environmental Health Officers accept 
the report provided and recommend that Condition 12 is discharged. Officers 
concur with this conclusion and therefore Condition 12 can be discharged.
