Condition 06:   

This Justification Statement accompanies an application to remove Condition 6 of the planning 
approval referenced 2021/62/90209/E, for the erection of a detached dwelling. Condition 6, a pre-
commencement condition stipulated by the planning officer and agreed upon by the applicant, was 
added to the decision notice. The condition states:

Condition 07:   

No development shall take place until details of the siting, design and material to be used in the 
construction of retaining walls/ structures near or abutting highway have been approved in writing by 
the Highways Structures. 

Response  

The retaining wall will be constructed adjacent to the boundary of the proposed construction to ensure 
the stability of Wells Road. The site plan, design, and specifications of the retaining wall and detailed   
structural calculations for the retaining wall has been submitted to Kirklees Highway Structure.  

The application fee for the AIP (receipt attached) and AIP form along with calculations and drawings in 
connection with the above has been submitted.
