Development: Proposed outbuilding (garage/store)

Site description
The application relates to 167, Drub Lane, a detached house in Gomersal, 
Cleckheaton. It is built on land that slopes downwards in a south westerly 
direction. The property is constructed from natural stone with dual pitched 
roofs surfaced in grey concrete tiles. The property appears to have single 
storey extensions to the south eastern side, the north western side and at the 
rear.

Proposal
The proposed development consists of a detached outbuilding to be used as 
a garage/store incidental to the enjoyment of the dwellinghouse.

History of negotiations

2011/90619 – erection of single storey extension and associated excavation 
works – conditional full permission

windows and increase roof height – refused – appeal dismissed
2022/94043 – erection of extension to side, raising of roof height and dormer

Legislation
The main considerations in the determination of this application are: 

1. Whether the proposed development would constitute development as 
defined section 55 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990; 

2. If so, whether Permitted Development rights apply to the property; and 
Whether the proposed development falls within permitted development under 
The Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) 
Order 2015 (as amended), Schedule 2, Part 1 (Development within the 
curtilage of a dwelling house), Class E (buildings etc incidental to the 
enjoyment of a dwellinghouse) 



The proposal comprises of a detached outbuilding. Thus, the proposal 
constitutes the carrying out of building on and over land. As such, it is 
regarded as development as defined by section 55 of the Town and Country 
Planning Act 1990.

Assessment
Schedule 2, Part 1, Class E of the Order sets out the Permitted Development 
Rights which relates to
“(a) any building or enclosure, swimming or other pool required for a purpose 
incidental to the enjoyment of the dwellinghouse as such, or the maintenance, 
improvement or other alteration of such a building or enclosure; or (b) a 
container used for domestic heating purposes for the storage of oil or liquid 
petroleum gas”. 
Comment: The proposed use of the building is to be a garden room and 
home office incidental to the enjoyment of the dwelling house.

In assessing the proposal against this: 

Development not permitted 

E.1 Development is not permitted by Class E if—

a) permission to use the dwellinghouse as a dwellinghouse has been 
granted only by virtue of Class G, M, MA, N, P, PA or Q of Part 3 of this 
Schedule (changes of use);

Comment: The property was not granted permission by any of the above 

b) the total area of ground covered by buildings, enclosures and 
containers within the curtilage (other than the original dwellinghouse) 
would exceed 50% of the total area of the curtilage (excluding the 
ground area of the original dwellinghouse); 

Comment: No more than 50% of the curtilage would be covered by buildings, 
enclosures and/or containers. 

c) any part of the building, enclosure, pool or container would be situated 
on land forward of a wall forming the principal elevation of the original 
dwellinghouse; 

Comment: The building would not be located forward of the principal 
elevation. 

d) the building would have more than one storey; 
Comment: The outbuilding would be single storey. 

e) the height of the building, enclosure or container would exceed –
(i) 4 metres in the case of a building with a dual-pitched roof, 
(ii) 2.5 metres in the case of a building, enclosure or container within 2 

metres of the boundary of the curtilage of the dwellinghouse, or 
(iii) 3 metres in any other case 



Comment: The outbuilding would be a building with a dual-pitched roof that 
would not exceed 4m. The outbuilding would not be within 2 metres of the 
boundary of the curtilage of the dwellinghouse.

f) the height of the eaves of the building would exceed 2.5 metres; 
Comment: The height of the eaves would not exceed 2.5 metres. 

g) the building, enclosure, pool or container would be situated within the 
curtilage of a listed building; 

Comment: The building would not be within the curtilage of a listed building. 

h) it would include the construction or provision of a veranda, balcony or 
raised platform; 

Comment: N/A 

i) it relates to a dwelling or microwave antenna; 
Comment: N/A 

j) the capacity of the container would exceed 3,500 litres. 
Comment: N/A

k) the dwellinghouse is built under Part 20 of this Schedule (construction 
of new dwellinghouses). 

Comment: The dwelling was not built under Part 20.

E.2 In the case of the any land within the curtilage of the dwelling which is 
within –

a) an area of outstanding natural beauty; 
b) the Broads 
c) a National Park; or 
d) a World Heritage Site, 

development is not permitted by Class E of the total area of ground covered 
by buildings, enclosures, pool and containers situation more than 20 metres 
from any wall of the dwellinghouse would exceed 10 square metres. 
Comment: The property is not situated in any of the above. 

E.3 In the case of land within the curtilage of the dwellinghouse which is 
article 2(3) land, development is not permitted by Class E if any part of the 
building, enclosure, pool or container would be situated on land between a 
wall forming a side elevation of the dwellinghouse and the boundary of the 
curtilage of the dwelling. 
Comment: The property is not situated in a Conservation Area. 

Conclusion
The proposal has been assessed against the Town and Country Planning 
(General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 (as amended) and is 
recommended for approval. The proposed detached outbuilding benefits from 
a general planning permission granted by virtue of Article 3(1) and Schedule 
2, Part 1, Class E of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted 
Development) (England) Order 2015 (as amended).
