To Whom It May Concern, 

I wish to oppose the planning application above on the following grounds: 

1. The application is for children with emotional or behavioural needs (1.1). This is an estate with around 
80 houses of which 70 have residents that are pensioners with additional disabilities, co-morbidities 
and vulnerabilities. The young people concerned will encourage more young people, friends and 
siblings to congregate outside the house. This could initiate anti-social behaviour in an area where 
there is none. 

2. There is insufficient parking at the address to accommodate the staff, especially at shift change times. 
Already the house in question is on a dangerous corner that provides access between Manor Park and 
Huddersfield Road. There is only parking for the mini bus suggested and two cars. There is nowhere to 
park at shift changeover without causing road blocks, especially in the evenings. Kirklees Council have 
for some time had a “No Vehicles Except for Access” sign on both entrances to Manor Park due to 
parking problems and excess traffic. I have made a number of complaints in relation to non-
compliance which have to date, not been acted upon. 

3. The application states that there is parking for 4 cars, which is incorrect. I have attached a photograph 
with the current residents parking for demonstration which confirms that no more than two vehicles 
and a minibus will fit. At best the one minibus and two cars can be parked on the property. Any other 
vehicles would be on the road at the front of the property, blocking access to the neighbour’s opposite 
drives. Even if this is only at shift change-over for 10 minutes twice daily, this is illegal to routinely block 
the access of others to and from their own properties. 

4. There can be no parking down the side of the property due to yellow lines making it illegal. 
5. As a , I often call home during the shift if I have forgotten something ( ID 

badge/lunch box). It is not unheard of for me to have to access from Coppin Hall Lane, due to problems 
on the junction by the property. Fire engines are unlikely to get access to the right when turning off 
Huddersfield Road. This is further leaving residents vulnerable. 
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6. There is mention that children will be assessed for suitability to integrate prior to living at the address 
and will be long-term. However, there is no mention what provisions are in place if their behaviour 
deteriorates and becomes unacceptable. Once assessed as suitable, that could be their home for life 
regardless of challenging behaviour. 

7. There is currently a crime rate of 61% lower than Mirfield and 80% lower than the national average. This 
is likely to decrease should children with behavioural difficulties and their acquaintances move in.

8. The presence of the property is also likely to devalue homes in the area and increase insurance 
premiums, especially if crime increases. 

9. There is no mention of the other visitors coming to the property, social workers, healthcare 
professionals and relatives. This will further worsen the parking and traffic chaos already experienced.

10. The property is semi-detached with a family with two small children living adjacent with adjoining 
gardens. This is inappropriate that these two small children should hear potentially challenging 
behaviour either through the walls or over the garden fence. 

We are a Liberal neighbourhood and easy going. We embraced the asylum seekers that were housed in the 
motel on the edge of our estate. However, this change of use is both unsuitable and inappropriate.
