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I wish to oppose the above application on the following grounds.

1. In regards to 1.1 in the planning statement “use of a small specialist care home for
up to three children, who have emotional and behavioural needs”. What the company
has neglected to mention is their clientele deals with the ages of 16-18. These are
young adults with emotional and behavioural needs. This leads me to my second point
in 1.2 of the planning statement “the children will live at the property long term,
hopefully for many years”. This is also misleading considering the age of the ‘children’,
many years would in fact at best be 2. Which is then contradicted in 2.1 of the planning
statement quoting “medium to long term placement”.

2. Parking and road use of Manor Park is not great as it is. Most days leaves me
wondering if I did require a fire engine, would it actually be able to get to me in time.
The company claims it encourages staff use public transport where possible. However,
the jobs for residential care home workers requires a full driver’s licence therefore
these carers will be driving/parking in and around Manor Park.
The property boasts to having 4 carparking spaces. This is an exaggeration at best
and I am more than happy to take photos as supporting evidence. Parking outside the
property would be too close the junction. To the side of the property is solid yellow
signs with highway signs stating this part is a no stopping zone. Due to it being
dangerously close to the extremely busy Huddersfield Road with a large factory, John
Cottons, opposite having a huge fleet of HGV’s in and out of their yard.
In 2.17 regarding schooling states these children cannot reside within a mainstream
school and will tutoring or specialist unit as they would not work well in a classroom
environment. Yet, in 2.14 says “these are not children with special needs”. This
automatically opens concerns originally raised in 1.1 “behavioural needs”.

3. Changing number 45 into a C2 property gives the residents of Manor Park concerns
of what next… At the moment it wants to be a care home but in 12 month time could
change to a halfway house/hostel/rehabilitation centre. 



In regards to comings and goings page 11, 3.9 “considered not to be significantly
different from current use”. Up to 3 carers = up to 3 cars, shift changeover = up to 6
cars, this already adds up to 12 comings and goings without school or shopping runs
even considered. On top of this we have listed in the very same document visits from
social workers, OFSTED, friends, family. This road does not have the capacity to deal
with this many vehicles. I would also like to draw attention to Manor Park is an “access
only”. Highways themselves can see there is already a problem to have to put such
restrictions in place. 3.14 claims “insufficient evidence” although evidence is neglected
to have been included by them. I can only assume this is because as a Blackpool
organisation and have not visited the property. Becoming a C2 dwellings includes
private bin collections and everything that goes with being anything other than a C3b
property. This is underestimated by at least 50%.

“Fear of Crime”. As if the residents; elderly, widowed, single parent families, families
with young children weren’t already scared out of their wits. This is actually a
subheading within the planning statement? Manor Park has no anti-social behaviour
and to claim it is a material consideration is outrages.

4. I apologise for the confusion with my next point but the planning statement is
incorrectly numbered. Page 16 what should be 4.2 “It would not be a ‘half way’ house
or provide overnight emergency lodgings for example. However, in any event, the
courts have provided some assistance in determining the significance of there being a
commercial factor to a residential use or an arrangement where the occupants have
generally only a limited period 
of stay.” – I really don’t think you need me to explain the concern with this point. 

I am a mother of three young children. I have only touched on concerns relating to this
planning permission. Evidence and guarantees cannot be made to ensure my family
and the residents of Manor Park would incur negative impact of such dwellings. Manor
Park is a highly sought-after area, changing number 45 Manor Park into a C2 dwellings
would devalue our properties.
