I am writing to oppose against the planning application to change use of a dwelling into a residential 
care home for children at 45 Manor Park. 

As a resident of this street this application highlights several areas of concern. 

On this part of the street parking is already very high which is limiting emergency vehicles gaining 
access at times to add in several more cars would make it impossible for anyone to drive to there 
own house.  The drive will not be able to cover all staff cars and then the additional drop off and pick 
ups. 

This area is used daily as a drop off and pick up point by John Cotton's making it a busy area putting 
young individuals at risk. It is also very noisy due to coming and going of staff when on shifts. 

I understand that these children need a home but being put on a residential area with the majority of 
its residents being elderly this is not suitable.  It is a quiet area with no anti social issues. Can you 
guarantee that if they open this home that there will be no incidents? No police vehicles attending on 
a regular basis? No damage to neighbours properties, vehicles or items? No groups of children 
hanging around causing noise or worse? 

With all this in mind I feel that this application needs to be rejected for the sake of those already living 
within this community and somewhere more suitable found for the children to develop.
