Please find attached evidence supporting the objection of certificate of lawfulness for proposal of use of
dwelling (use class C3) to residential care home (use class C2) on the grounds of unsuitable road use and
parking on Manor Park.

Parking

1. The proposed planning statement claims the property has 4 off road parking spaces. What it neglects
to mention is only 1 of those spaces can be used actively as the vehicle last onto the drive would
indeed block the use of the other vehicles.

2. One of the spaces on the drive, if used, would remove access to the front door.

3. Asyou can see from the picture one of the spaces (where the van is parked) it blocks access to the
garage.

4. Opposite 45 Manor Park are bungalows with drives, those parking on the road would add to poor
visibility for manoeuvring and would make it more increasingly difficult and dangerous for those to
leave their drives or park on them.

5. In conclusion, to have 4 active vehicles used by the property, staff changeover/visitors would result in
catastrophic comings and goings to park up and leave as cars would have to move to give way to the
others at the property. Thus, rendering the proposed use, schedule 2, page 13 of the planning
statement impractical.

Road Use

1. Totheright of the property is access to Huddersfield Road, the A644, which is an extremely busy road
24 hours a day. Due to this, the road has a solid yellow line and signage as a reflection of the
dangerous corner it is on. Please see supporting photos.

2. Adjacent to the rear of the property is the head office for John Cottons that sits on a 13-hectare site
and has upto 5000 employees.

3. Manor Parkis an ‘access only’ road due to it being use as a cut through to avoid the traffic lights and
incorrect use by This matter has already been under investigation by

4. Manor park a narrow road which consists of another small, narrow cul-de-sac, Manor Drive. Parking
and access is tedious at the best of times. Again, | have included photographs to be used as evidence.

5. Although a confident driver may be able pass through, emergency services would find it near
impossible. Photographs attached for evidence.
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I will continue to take photos to support objections to the planning permission should more supporting
evidence be needed. The van in the photos is parked at the address in question to give good
understanding in regards to concerns raised.
