Taking into account the introduction in increase of traffic this would cause into an already congested area
is not ideal.

The suggested change of use would also potentially cause alarm amongst the many residents who live
alone in Manor Park/Manor

Drive who are widows and widowers along with persons who are vulnerable through disabilities. Most of
the homes in this area consists of bungalows which are owned by such residents. Also the desirability to
buy property in this area would decline and the value of their properties would decrease. To introduce of
crime and anti social behaviour to such high proportion of vulnerable people and the consequences that
could arise are not desirable.

The lack of information of this change of use of the above property has been of great concern to many
residents as they do not use computers and were totally unaware of the planning application submitted -
as were many residents who do have access to such technology -worryingly it was only brought to the
notice of the majority of residents by one person who alerted others. Surely at the very least each house
on this estate should have had a notification from Kirklees Planning department by correspondence or at
the very least by having notification attached to lamp posts with this proposed application.
