Park is horrendous with cars picking up workers or dropping others off for work, 45 Manor Park is on 
the corner which leads down to John Cotton it's crazy as it is without extra traffic for the "Residential 
Home" workers, social workers and all others involved. Then  there is the Parking issue, most 
residents have 2 cars around here and there is very limited parking for house owners without extra 
cars wanting to park for work. 
The other concern for myself is that I firmly believe that my home will be devalued as a result of this 
application going through. 
Please consider all of us who live on Manor Park in Mirfield, if this application goes through it 
will bring so much disruption and unsettlement.
