Proposal: Discharge of conditions 4 (collection of waste) and 20 (external 
materials) of previous permission 2023/92141 for refurbishment and 
improvement of Dewsbury Bus Station including hard and soft landscaping 
works. 
 
Condition 4 (collection of waste) 
 
Condition wording: 
 
4. Notwithstanding the plans and specifications hereby approved, details of 
suitable storage, presentation points and access for the collection of wastes 
from the development shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the 
Local Planning Authority prior to the commencement of external works on the 
site. The submitted details shall include the location, size/area, design 
(including external materials, height etc) of the proposed bin stores. The 
approved details shall be implemented prior to units G.18, G.20 and G.21 (as 
indicated on document ‘Proposed GA Plan’ reference DBS-JSAZZ-ZZ-DR-A-
02811) being brought into first permanent use and shall be so retained 
thereafter.  
Reason: In the interests of amenity and highway safety and to meet the 
requirements set out in Kirklees Local Plan Policy LP24 part d(vi). 
 
The following has been submitted: 
 

• Landscape – General Arrangement ref: DBS-ECS-Z0-SL-DR-L-00001 
Rev P01 dated 09/04/2024. This shows the layout of the whole site – 
the bin storage area is at the eastern end of the site. 

• Landscape Proposals – Typical Details Sheet 4 of 4 – East (drawing 
DBS-ECS-Z0-SL-DR-L-00007 Rev P01 dated 09/04/2024). This 
includes Cross Section G Detail: bin store, fence and paving section. 

• Supplementary drawing DBS-ECS-Z0-SL-DR-L-00009 showing a more 
detailed view of the bin storage area, with images and a key giving 
details of the design of the gates and fencing, and of planting 
proposals. 

 
The council’s Waste Operations Manager has confirmed that the details are 
satisfactory from a functional point of view.  
 
It is considered that the choice of materials for the bin store and its detailed 
design would conserve the quality of the townscape. Drawings previously 
considered at application stage referred to an “accoya wood bin store 
enclosure”, however weldmesh fencing is now proposed for the bin store. 
Whilst the condition does not require any details of soft landscaping, the 
planting of ornamental grasses and climbers would help to soften the impact 
of the weldmesh fence and enhance the overall appearance of the site.  
 
Given the above assessment, it is recommended that the details be approved. 
 



The implementation of the approved details prior to units G18, G20 and G21 
being brought into use and their retention as such would ensure compliance 
with the condition. 
 
Condition 20 (external materials)  
 
Condition wording: 
 
20. Prior to the commencement of external works, written specifications and 
physical samples of the external finishing materials shall be submitted to and 
approved in writing by Local Planning Authority. The submitted materials shall 
be broadly in-line with the material specifications set out in Proposed 
Elevations Sheet 1, 2 and 3 referenced as follows: DBSJSA-ZZ-ZZ-DR-A-
04811 P2, DBS-JSA-ZZ-ZZ-DR-A-04812 P2 & DBS-JSA-ZZ-ZZ-DR-A04813 
P2. The development will be implemented in accordance with the approved 
details.  
Reason: In order to ensure a high quality of design and appearance as 
required by Policy LP24 of the Kirklees Local Plan. 
 
A full schedule of materials and design details has been submitted: 
 

• Capped glazing system: Frame colour RAL7016 (Anthracite Grey). 

• Stone cladding: 70mm honed faced traditional European Stone with 
split face 
below DPC level. 

• Cycle shelter and hoops: Frame to be PPC RAL 7016 (Anthracite 
Grey). 

• Horizontal ribbed zinc cladding: Zinc profiled sheets, Wave System, 
colour RAL7016 (Anthracite Grey) 

• Metal fixed Louvre System: Colour RAL7016 (Anthracite Grey). 

• New profile metal roof built up system. Trapezoidal composite roof 
panel. Grey colour. 

• Extensive green roof: Wildflower Blanket System. 

• ETFE Rooflight System: Vector Foiltec Ethylene tetrafluoroethylene 
(ETFE) sheets. 

• Top Hung double glazed window with glazing system. Frame colour 
RAL7016 (Anthracite Grey). 

• Automatic door with pocket screen: Frame colour RAL7016 (Anthracite 
Grey). 

• Opaque glass panels: Anthracite colour finish to internal face. 

• New external sign fixed to building envelope: TBC, design to be 
developed by end user. 

• PPC Aluminium Door/Louvred: Frame colour RAL7016 (Anthracite 
Grey). 

• External Surface Mounted Luminaire: LED Luminaire with black 
external cover. 

 
All of the submitted materials are considered acceptable, and are broadly in 
conformity with those shown on the approved plans referred to in the 



condition. The implementation of the development in accordance with the 
approved details would discharge the condition. 
 
Conclusion 
 
Approval can be granted in respect of both conditions for which details have 
been submitted (conditions 4 and 20).
