Where any advertisement is required under the above-mentioned regulations to be
removed, the removal thereof shall be carried out to the reasonable satisfaction of
the Local Planning Authority.

No advertisement shall be sited or displayed so as to obscure, or hinder the ready
interpretation of any road traffic sign, railway signal or aid to navigation by water or
air, or so as otherwise to render hazardous the use of any highway, railway,
waterway (including any coastal waters) or aerodrome (civil or military).

All advertisement appeals have to be submitted to the Secretary of State within 8
weeks of the date of issue of the Local Planning Authority’s decision against which
you are appealing.

You must use the correct Planning Appeal Form when making your appeal. If
requesting forms from the Planning Inspectorate, please state the type of application
that the appeal relates to so they can send you the appeal form you require.

The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal but
will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special
circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to the Secretary of
State that the local planning authority could not have granted advertisement consent
or could not have granted it without the conditions they imposed, having regard to
the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and to any
directions given under a development order.
