Development of a biodiversity gain site

Reason for selecting exemption:
For the development at 2-4 crescent road, Birkby, the plan for a modest lean-to extension with small proportions is not believed to impact on
the biodiversity of the onsite habitat and any other habitat surrounding the site. With the site location situated in the centre of an urban suburb,
the pre-development biodiversity value of the onsite habitat is not applicable; there is no visible biodiversity on site nor in the surrounding area
that is effected by our development. With the approval of planning permission the post-development biodiversity value of the onsite habitat will
be maintain a neutral value. Due to the small size of the domestic curtilage on site there is no possible way to consider improving any
registered offsite biodiversity gain. In addition, due to being a small property with no natural we found no viable option for any type of financial
instrument that rewards positive nature and biodiversity outcomes. If the Secretary of State can find regulations specifically of any possibilities
we would be open to consider these.
