I’m expressing an objection to the development of this site, not that it will make any
difference. The access off old lane is poor with poor sight lines and cars parked the full
length of old lane, how will events at the Liberal club possibly have enough parking to
accommodate? At the moment cars park down the track towards old lane, the proposal
shows extra parking to the west of the club but there is a reduction due to the beer
garden being moved, so how many spaces are available to the club? The track and
surrounding areas have been used for 20 years or more for parking, when any rugby
team are at home there is in excess of 30-40 cars , so where will they park , more than
likely on the road to the development , or old lane or town street, has the developers or
the council realised this?
