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CONSTRUCTION STAGE DRAINAGE

Principles of temporary surface water drainage to
protect existing pond will be:

e western boundary bund to protect from
construction stage surface water runoff
comprising placed shaped bund with membrane
over and buried surface level perforated collector
drain all taken through silt collection system
(strawysilt buster etc) to ensure that all silts are
removed

e collected and cleaned surface water to discharge
to existing pond on western boundary.

No site works to commence until detailed temporary
surface water drainage arrangements during the
construction of the development have been prepared
and submitted by the Contractor as part of the
Construction Stage Management Plan and approved in
writing by the Local Planning Authority.

CANOPY The scheme shall detail phasing of the development and

phasing of temporary drainage provision.

The temporary drainage scheme shall include measures
to safeguard the water quality and protect the
downstream drainage system and attenuation from
siltation due to runoff from the site during construction.
The temporary works shall be implemented in
accordance with the approved scheme and phasing.
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: No phase of the development shall be commenced until
the temporary works approved for that phase have been
completed. The approved temporary drainage scheme
shall be maintained until the approved permanent
surface water drainage system is in place and
functioning.

All to ensure the provision of adequate temporary
means of drainage in the interests of amenity, in
accordance with Local Council policies.
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
