Water saving fittings will be used within the water taps and toilet(s). Energy efficient appliances will be used throughout the dwelling. Heating system will be zoned to efficiently heat up the desired spaces only.
	Q2 What measures have beenwill be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the implementation and construction processes eg by reusing existing onsite materials or sourcing materials locally See section 3Row1: To minimise the amount of materially brought onto site through exact quantity measurement. Recycled material such as 6f2, hardcore, steel, stone will be used where applicable. All timber to be used within the development will be from FSC sources.
