Access to affordable and reliable broadband is necessary for Kirklees’
residents, businesses, and visitors to take advantage of the growing digital
economy and ‘digital by default’ services. Fibre optic cables direct to a
property (FTTP) is the most reliable way of delivering high speed broadband
connectivity and allows for gigabit internet speeds. Access to high quality
digital infrastructure provides the foundations for, amongst other things:

e Economic prosperity — workforces that are digitally-literate enables
business to thrive.

e Digital literacy — digital literacy and skills increase employability and
people can exploit the internet for transactional, social, entertainment and
learning purposes.

e New services — digital delivery can lower costs and provide innovative
public and health services more conveniently.

It is therefore advised that digital infrastructure, including FTTP, and its
benefits for the development be considered from the earliest feasible stage.
Methods include working with Internet Service Providers to install digital
infrastructure alongside other utilities or providing pre-infrastructure allowing
for speeder installation at a later date.

Note: The provision of fibre infrastructure is often available from certain
telecommunications providers free of charge for development over a certain
scale, provided that sufficient notice is given. Notice periods are typically at
least 12 months prior to first occupation. In some cases, providers may
request a contribution from the developer.




Note: Where no telecommunications provider has been secured to provide
fibre infrastructure by the time of highway construction, it is advised that
additional dedicated telecommunications ducting is incorporated alongside
other utilities to enable the efficient and cost effective provision of fibre
infrastructure in the future.

If the application has been publicised by notice(s) in the vicinity of the
site. It is respectfully requested that the notice(s) now be removed and
responsibly disposed of to avoid harm to the appearance of the area

NOTES:

(1)  This certificate is issued solely for the purpose of section 192 of the
Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).

(2) It certifies that the operations specified in the First Schedule taking
place on the land described in the Second Schedule would be lawful on
the specified date and, thus, was not liable to enforcement action under
Section 172 of the 1990 Act on that date.

(3)  This certificate applies only to the extent of the operations described in
the First Schedule and to the land specified in the Second Schedule
and identified on the attached plan. Any operation(s) which are
materially different from that described or which relates to other land
may render the owner or occupier liable to enforcement action.

(4) The effect of the certificate is also qualified by the proviso in Section
192 (4) of the 1990 Act, as amended, which states that the lawfulness
of a described use or operation is only conclusively presumed where
there has been no material change, before the use is instituted or the
operations begun, in any of the matters relevant to determining such
lawfulness.

(5) If the applicant is aggrieved by the decision of the Local Planning
Authority to issue a certificate of lawfulness of development, for any
part development applied for (including any modification or substitution
of the description of the operations), s/he may appeal to the Secretary
of State in accordance with Sections 195 and 196 of the Town and
Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended).
