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This discharge of conditions application is for the two remaining conditions that formally require to 

be discharged following the 2021/62/92999/W planning approval.   

The formal approval can be found within Appendix A of this statement. 

We, Paul Matthews Architectural Ltd, are agents working on behalf of the property owner. 

This application is to formally discharge condition 4 of the decision notice.  This, we understand is 

the only outstanding pre-condition preventing works formally commencing on site.  The 

2021/65/93000/W listed building decision notice did not contain any pre-conditions. 

This application should then conclude the LPA involvement in this site.   

Condition 4 states; 

4. No development shall commence until a bat method statement, to be overseen by an 

appropriately competent person acting as an ecological clerk of works, has been submitted to and 

approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The method statement shall be informed by up-

to-date bat activity surveys (no older than two appropriate survey seasons prior to submission). The 

appointed person shall undertake all activities, and works shall be carried out, in accordance with the 

details of the approved method statement throughout construction.  

Reason: to ensure that elements of the herby consented development with the potential to result in 

the damage or destruction of bat roosts are undertaken in a manner that avoids an offence under 

the Conservation of Habitats and Species Regulations 2017. This condition is pre-commencement in 

order to protect species of principle importance, which is a requirement of Local Plan Policy LP30 and 

the policies within Chapter 15 the National Planning Policy Framework. 

A Bat Method statement, prepared by Middleton Bell Ecology accompanies this formal application.
