Comments

The Applicant has submitted a Planning Noise Report authored by Sandy Brown dated 04
July 2024 Ref 024789-R03-A. It identifies the site in relation to neighbouring residential and
commercial uses as shown in figure 1 with para 3.2 identifying the nearest noise sensitive
receptors (NSRs) as the residential properties opposite to the north on High Street (No. 60A
and No. 79) as well as the residential properties opposite to the south on Grove Road (No. 1
and No. 2).

Para 4 details the proposed plant equipment to be installed to the second-floor extension with
para 4.1 stating it is expected that typically, the second-floor extension will operate between
0900hrs and 1630hrs on weekdays.

A background noise survey was conducted from 2 measurement positions (as shown in figure
1) between 1200hrs on the 26™ of June 2024 and 0800hrs on the 1%t of July 2024 and a
summary of the findings is shown in tables 1 & 2 (unattended) and table 3 (attended). Based
upon these findings, plant noise limits have been set to aid with the procurement of plant
items and table 4 gives the upper limits at the nearest NSRs. The report states a more
detailed analysis of plant noise egress will need to be undertaken once details of the procured
plant items are available.

The findings of the submitted report are accepted.

Recommendations

The findings of the submitted report are accepted. However, a further/addendum noise
assessment report by a suitably competent person will need to be submitted once details of
the procured plant items are available to ensure there is no loss of amenity from the proposal.
