Submitted information shall include glazing
type, materials to be timber, profiles, colour, opening configuration and
mechanisms, and depth within the reveals. Double glazed units shall
be slim in section (4:8:4) with black spacers. Friction hinges, egress
hinges and visible trickle vents shall not be permitted. The
development shall be completed in accordance with the approved
details thereafter retained.

Reason: To ensure the satisfactory appearance of the development on
completion for visual amenity and to retain the significance of the
designated heritage asset and to accord with Policy LP24 and LP35 of
the Kirklees Local Plan, Policies 1 and 2 of the Holme Valley
Neighbourhood Development Plan, Key Design Principles 1 and 2 of
the House Extensions and Alterations SPD, as well as Chapters 12 and
16 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
