| am contacting you as | need some urgent advice from you if you can help me please.

One of the trees in our garden that is covered by a TPO and as identified in the attached documents has suffered
damage to it’s canopy over the Bank Holiday weekend when Storm Lillian passed over the UK. | have attempted to
get some photo’s of this (also attached) but it’s a bit difficult from the ground. However what is definitely apparent
is that there are now some fairly large significantly damaged branches clearly visible that pose a risk to anyone

below as they could fall at any time.

As this tree has a preservation order | am seeking approval to get a registered tree surgeon to climb into the canopy
and remove anything that they deem unsafe once they are up there and able to have a close up look.

| would appreciate a prompt reply on this please as it is a hazard but we will not do anything to the tree unless we
have your approval as | am aware of the implications that undertaking unapproved work could have on us due to the
TPO.
