Problem 3.1:  
Location: Denby Lane; site access 
 
Summary: Insufficient visibility may 
lead to pull-out type vehicle collisions  
 
Although a visibility splay of 2.4m x 
43m is indicated on the scheme 
drawings, the visibility splay cuts 
across an area of overgrown 
vegetation, particularly within the left-
hand splay. Further growth may 
restrict visibility and increase the risk of 
pull-out type vehicle collisions. 

Recommendation:  
 
It should be ensured that 
the visibility splay is 
achieved as stated which 
may require some cutting 
back of vegetation (it 
should be ensured that the 
height of the vegetation 
does not exceed 600mm 
so regularly maintenance 
would be required). 

 
 
The Audit Team's 
Recommendation is 
accepted.
