
REMOVAL - Removal of existing fabric for dismantling / removal 
/ demolition.

SA Putlog scaffold anchor - remove and make good.

CR Crack / open joint - investigate / remediate.

FM Ferrous material - remove

RENEWAL of existing fabric - Replace / repair with new 
elements as described.

Descaling - Where the surface is powdery and friable, remove 
loose stone and prepare the exposed face with a stiff brush / 
scutch chisel. With ashlar use a carborundum block.  

ENHANCEMENT / ALTERATION of existing fabric -
Enhancement / alteration as described. Carefully dismantle any 
masonry that is in-place. Rebuild with existing and new masonry 
to form a complete element sufficient to form part of the 
envelope of the building. 

Redressing - Where the surface damage is superficial, or loose 
friable stone needs removing back to a sound base. Stone is to 
be dressed back to a sound free draining surface with tooling 
and carborundum blocks as appropriate.

INTERVENTION - Introduction of new elements as described.

CONSERVATION AND REPAIR - Sympathetic repair and 
restoration of existing fabric as described.

Conservation cleaning of artwork by specialist.

Zone of displaced stones to be reset.

Cleaning - Carefully clean stonework surface. Recommendation 
is for whole building clean. A reduced scope should include: 
parapets, string courses, hood moulds and other projecting 
features, window surrounds. Detailed cleaning specification to be 
developed subject to survey.
