Ryan my tree surgeon came today to takedown the fallen branch. He will be back tomorrow with another
tree surgeon to take down four trees from the side of the beck that are unstable and leaning over to the car
park.

They will remove all the debris.

He had a look at your tree and said it is rotten in the middle and needs to come down. He said he could take
the tree down and remove all the timber

You cannot however take the tree down without notifying the council first and giving them six weeks notice

as the tree is within the Slaithwaite Conservation area.
