Assessment

Condition 6 - Retaining Wall

6. No development shall commence until a scheme which includes the design
of the proposed retaining walls adjacent to the existing highways of Clough
Drive and Common End Lane, including any modification to the existing
embankment/wall supporting Common End Lane, has been submitted to and
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall be
completed in strict accordance with details approved before any other
development is commenced on site and shall thereafter be retained during the
life of the development.

Reason: This is a pre-commencement condition as it includes issues that could
impact on land stability that need to be resolved before regrading of and land
occurs and also in the interests of visual amenity and residential amenity and
to accord with policies LP24, LP28 and LP53 of the Kirklees Local Plan and
policies within Chapters 12 and 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

Assessment of Condition 6

The following information has been submitted in support of the application to

discharge condition 6:

- Calculations for 2.3m High Retaining Wall adjacent to Highway (dated 25t
July 2025, reference no. MDL-9871 RW 1)

- Design & Check Certificate

- Structure Plan (Reference no. 001 Rev. 02, dated 13/08/2024)

The scheme for retaining walls as shown on the ‘Structure Plan’ (reference no.
001 Rev. 02, dated 13/08/2024) located within the Structural Calculations
document is considered acceptable in relation to visual and residential amenity,
reflective of the design for retaining structures as shown on the plans submitted
for planning application 2023/93575.

KC Highway Structures have also been consulted on the application and have
confirmed that condition 6 (retaining Walls) can be conditionally be discharged
pending the submission of a satisfactory “Construction Compliance Certificate”
together with “As Built” drawings for this wall in accordance with CG 300-
Technical Approval of Highway structures, upon the completion of the works.

KC Highways Structures have been consulted on this application and are
satisfied that condition 6 can be conditionally discharged pending the
submission of a satisfactory “Construction Compliance Certificate” together
with “As Built” drawings upon the completion of the works. The applicant is
reminded that the approved scheme shall be implemented prior to the
commencement of the proposed development and must be thereafter retained.

Condition 6 — Retaining Wall

This condition aims to address outstanding matters relating to land stability
that need to be resolved before regrading of any land occurs. As well, the
condition was imposed in the interests of visual amenity and residential
amenity.

As part of the assessment of this Discharge of Conditions application, a
formal consultation was undertaken with KC Highways Structures. The
Highways Structures Officer concluded that condition 6 cannot be discharged.
This is because, the site is pending the successful technical approval of
design of relevant retaining walls via the submission of AlPs.

It is noted that, prior to the determination of this Discharge of Conditions
application, the case officer undertook an informal consultation with KC
Highways Structures, with the Highways Structures Officer confirming that an
AIP has not been submitted.

Despite the above, condition 6 was also imposed on application 2023/93575
for reasons of visual and residential amenity. Officers consider that the
scheme for retaining walls as shown on the ‘Structure Plan’ within the
Structural Calculations document (Ref: MDL-9871-002) is acceptable with
regard to both visual and residential amenity, reflective of the design for
retaining structures as shown on the plans submitted for planning application
2023/93575.

Notwithstanding the assessment of condition 6 in relation to visual and
residential amenity, it is considered that condition 6 cannot be discharged at
this time, as the site is pending the successful technical approval of design of
relevant retaining walls via the submission of AIPs.
