I would like to officially raise my concerns about the planned works at 36 Syringa
Street, particularly given the nature of the property in terms of shared walls with my
property. Prior to the continuation of any works on the cellar conversion (which will
involve the digging/removal of substantial amounts of soil under their kitchen), I would
like assurances that the property owner will employ adequate contractors, ensure the
appropriate insurance is in place (to cover any issues to both their property and the
adjacent properties that will be impacted) and pay for an independent surveyor and/or
engineer to validate that the planned work will not have any impact on the structural
integrity of the adjacent properties (including my own) and that it won't increase the
likelihood of any other issues such as water damage, mold or otherwise. 

Given the scope of the planned works, there will be a substantial amount of soil
removed / shifted which one could reasonably assume may change the natural path of
water drainage, both for the property doing the work and the adjacent ones. It may
also impact the structural integrity of the property in question and adjacent properties.
Finally, I would like details on any works that are planned that would directly or
indirectly impact our shared wall, including electrical or water works.
