Having sought advice from the planning team at Kirklees, the opinion of John Holmes is that an MOT testing station in this location would not
require any change of use applications.

Having reviewed the planning history for the site, there is clear reference to uses for industrial purposes including the use of machinery. The
site is not in a residential area and the full estate has businesses using their sites for industrial purposes such as vehicle repairs, wheel and

tyre repairs and pallet storage and distribution to name a few.

No amendments to the buildings or land will be taking place. The site has been used for vehicle repairs in the past and will continue to do so
in the future with no detriment to the local environment by way of noise, pollution or traffic.

The addition of an MOT testing station falls as an industrial practice and does not fall out with of permitted use as per the planning history.

Why do you consider that a Lawful Development Certificate should be granted for this proposal?

There are no significant changes to be made to the site, building or land. An MOT test station for class 4 & class 7 vehicles allows for a variety
of vehicles to be tested in an area where there is a shortage of testing facilities for class 7 vehicles in particular. In addition to adding jobs to
the local community, vehicle safety locally will be improved.

With regards specifically to the site, its currently being used for vehicle repairs and has been for numerous years, with a number of other units
in the same industrial park being used for very similar purposes. There would be no additional nuisance by way of noise, traffic or pollution
and this would be more likely to provide a benefit for the local businesses allowing MOT testing to be carried out in closer proximity. There will
be no material change to what is currently being done in the area.

In addition, the planning history suggests that this site has always been for the purpose of industrial activity as per the documents scanned
onto the Kirklees website. It has been difficult to understand the planning classification of the site given the age of the site and prior planning
history. A certificate of lawful development would allow for confirmation for the operation of the MOT station and allows an avoidance of doubt
attitude to be taken to ensure all requirements from Kirklees are complied with. Additionally, without a certificate of lawful development as
confirmation from the council, the DVSA and solicitors are unable to process an application for the MOT station.

There is also an MOT station already occupied in a unit at the top of the business park and has been doing so successfully for many years
with no detriment. My MOT testing station would have a similar offering, however it would offer class 7 testing facilities, but based on the
successful operation of Huddersfield MOT centre, there would be no concerns for operating from this unit.
